110 Years Ago

Extract from the College magazine #24, dated June 1907

In an article titled “Some Reflections on Sport”, the author writes about an
Old Boy who uniquely convalesced amidst the classrooms of his former
school during the early stages of the South African War (1899-1902)
only to be killed in action in its latter stages.

“Many old boys will remember [John] Howes, a boy who at school
doggedly did his work in the pack, and doggedly fought the game out to
the end . . . He left the school to take his place in the [Border Mounted
Rifles] when it went to the front at the beginning of the Boer War. He
doggedly, on one occasion, struggled through a hail of bullets, clinging to
an ammunition pack horse and, though badly wounded, replenished the
failing supply of his gallant comrades. Sent down to hospital [in today’s
Clark House], he had a daily view of the scene of his school struggles.
He went back to the field, and warrioring through a scrimmage, received
his death wound, but we are told it was only when the scrimmage was
over that he gave in.”

100 Years Ago
Extract from the College Magazine #44, dated November 1917

The magazine records the death of the “father of College”, Mr Robert
Douglas Clark, MA (Oxon), who died on the eve of his 71st birthday on 18
May 1917. The following is an extract from the personal tribute to Mr Clark,
written by Prof A Petrie and published in the Times of Natal.

“Mr Clark’s services to the cause of education in Natal, to which the
best years of his life were devoted, are a matter of common knowledge,
and need not be enlarged upon here. His monument is the present-day
Maritzburg College, on which the impress of its founder will remain
indelibly stamped. The welfare of that institution, even after his active
association with it as headmaster had terminated, lay ever near his heart
... About the precincts of the College, if anywhere, his disembodied
spirit will surely hover. But he possesses a yet finer if less visible memorial
in the hearts and lives of the generations of Old Boys, now scattered over
the face of the earth, whom he prepared for the battle of life within the
College walls.”

Extract from the College Magazine #82, dated December 1947

One of College’s greatest sporting sons, Derrick John “Jackie” McGlew
was the Senior Dayboy Prefect that year and the captain of the South
African Schools’ cricket XI. He later captained the South African cricket
team (1960-1962). The following is his rather prescient entry in that
year's “Sixth Form According fo the Poets”.

China items were made and painted in
England, and shipped to Pietermaritzburg.

60 Years Ago
Extract from the College Magazine #92, dated November 1957

“This year we have had three 2nd Forms [i.e. classes], all dayboys, but
after Easter next year, when our new Boarding Establishment is open
[What is now referred to as Hudson House. Ed], we shall be able to
accommodate Form 2 boarders as well. The new boarding establishment,
a very fine building, will accommodate 108 boys - all 2nd and 3rd
Formers — and Shepstone’s will be converted into a Sanatorium. It has
been decided to call the new building Shepstone House [It was renamed
Hudson House in 1982. Ed] and the original boarding establishment
Clark House. When both boarding establishments are occupied, we shall
have about 540 on the roll — 240 boarders and 300 day boys.

Miso Khoza

It is with great sadness that we acknowledge the passing of Misisizwe
(Miso) Khoza on 26 December 2017 after a brave fight against cancer.

Miso was born on 6 June 2000 in Richards Bay, the only son of Khulekhani
Khoza and Ngobile Dladla. As a young boy he was energetic, healthy
and a chubby teddy bear who loved John Sena (@ WWE wrestler). He
attended Ridge Primary and Pelham School before coming to Maritzburg
College where he was a member of Commons House.

Miso’s talent and love for public speaking and the performing arts
began in Grade 1 when he received an A+ for a poem he recited
titled: ‘Message from a miserable Torfoise’. In Grade 6, his talent was
further nourished when he played a character ‘Mr Planet’ in a drama
production. It therefore came as no surprise that his Grade 9 subject
package included Dramatic Arts.

I stand here not only as one friend but as a representative of all those who
have had the privilege of calling him a friend.

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SPEECH DAY

Speech Day took place on 13 October 2017 and marked the final official school day for the Matric Class of 2017. The guest of
honour was Justice Kevin Swain, who is a member of the Supreme Court of Appeal.

Address by the Headmaster, Mr CJ Luman

The headmaster began his address by acknowledging and thanking the
prefect group, “Our Head Prefect, Ross Williamson and his deputies,
Jared Robinson, Asibonge Sithole, Matthew Squires, Jacobus Truter and
Kevin Walsh as well as the rest of the 2017 Prefect group, have done
sterling work and led from the front in all aspects of College life.” He also
thanked the House Leaders for their valuable contributions.

The headmaster’'s message to the outgoing matrics was one of
encouragement to continue to work hard into the future. He also
encouraged them to focus on and pursue their dreams. “Pursuing your
dreams is not easy,” he said. “The real world operates differently and
the road to achieve your dreams is long, challenging, and unexpected.”

“The experience of pursuing your dreams is often more rewarding and
more enlightening than the achievement of your dreams themselves. In
trying fo put the pursuit of dreams into perspective, one can consider the
advice from famous people who have realised their dreams. “You have
to dream before your dreams can come true,” says APJ Abdul Kalam, the
eleventh President of India. You have to start dreaming before you can
achieve anything. The moment you believe you cannot do it, everything
else begins to crumble. Never stop believing. Be resolved and committed.

Many people convince themselves they’'ll have time for their dreams in
the future-but there is never a better time than now. Make time for your
dreams. If your dreams are big, people will mock you for them. Forget
those people; they will not help you succeed. Our dreams are offen at
odds with our redlities, demanding freedoms and resources we may not
have, but this does not make them impossible to achieve.”

The headmaster went on to say that persistence was a key factor and
that it separated one from the wishful thinkers. He urged the matriculants
to distinguish themselves by staying motivated, even in the toughest
circumstances. “Staying complacent never led anybody to greatness”,
he quoted. “Always give one hundred percent of your effort as the
rewards are worth it. Focus on the goals, not the obstacles. This is key
to achievement.”

The headmaster closed by encouraging the Class of 2017 to embrace this
new and exciting chapter of their lives, to be committed, self-disciplined
and honest with themselves — and to ultimately be courageous.

Justice Swain with Mr Luman (Headmaster] and Mrs Finnie
(Deputy Head: Academics).
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Address by the Guest of Honour, Justice Kevin Swain
(Old Collegian, Class of 1967)

Justice Swain, a College Old Boy, addressed ‘the men of Maritzburg
College’ at their final Speech Day on the concept of ‘self-discipline’.

“In my matric year in 1967, the headmaster, Mr Hector Commons, told
our class that he did not believe in caning boys in their last year at school.
To do so would mean that the school had failed in its task of instilling self-
discipline in each of us,” he began.

It was only after Justice Swain had left College and was studying at
university that he fully appreciated the importance of what Mr Commons
had said. He realised that his future lay solely in his own hands. Nobody
was going to force him fo study, nobody was going to ensure his success
and nobody was going to provide for him, or any of his family, in the
years that lay ahead. Justice Swain realised that he had to develop self-
discipline.

"l did so,” he said, “and such success as | have enjoyed, | aftribute
largely to that. As a judge, | would expect you to have sufficient self-
discipline to govern your conduct, in accordance with the laws of the
land. The will to obey is, however, not solely the product of self-discipline.
This is because there is an external deterrent, particularly in the field of
criminal law, in the form of punishment to ensure obedience of the law.
Having spent many years as a judge | have seen members of our society
who lack selfdiscipline, even at this basic level.

Real self-discipline is the ability to control your behaviour, in accordance
with your own innate sense of what is right and what is wrong, in your
daily interaction with other members of society. This means the ability not
only to listen to, but also to behave in accordance with your conscience.
We also speak of somebody as being conscientious, which means that
they are obedient to their conscience, but do we fully appreciate the vital
importance of our conscience, in our daily lives2 Your conscience is your
moral compass. It affords to each and every one of us the inherent ability
to distinguish right from wrong.

We require self-discipline in order to govern our conduct in accordance
with our appreciation of what is right and what is wrong. An absence
of self-discipline is often the reason why some individuals ignore their
conscience and behave as they please.”

Justice Swain said that after he had decided to speak about the
importance of selfdiscipline, he noticed from the letterhead that self-
discipline together with honesty, integrity, courage, commitment and
respect were the core values of College. “I venture to suggest that in
the absence of self-discipline these other core values are very difficult to
attain,” he said.

In closing, Justice Swain quoted an old Irish saying: “May the road rise
to meet you and may the wind be always at your back,” and wished the
College men who would be leaving this great school at the end of the
year, happy, fulfilling and successful lives in the years that lie ahead.

Address by the Head Prefect, R Williamson

“It is hard to stand here and give you this speech without being
overwhelmed by emotions and it's as hard to picture that in just over a
month myself and the rest of the matrics are going to put this uniform on
for the last time.

Looking back on five years I'd say it's gone by in a heartbeat. When
you start off at College you get the fright of your life when you see the
giants that have done nothing but gym in the December holidays, walking
around shouting and pushing their way around.

People always wonder why we call College a ‘brotherhood’. The reason
is because we aren't here for five years just fo receive an education and
then leave. We are here to be turned from boys into men and to be turned
from ordinary men into true gentlemen.

College is a tough place to get used to, but once you are used to it, it's
even tougher to let it go. As we go out into the big world and learn to
survive on our own we need to say goodbye. We aren’t saying goodbye
forever, but “I'll miss you, until we meet again”.

Address by the Headmaster, Mr CJ Luman

The headmaster’s address acknowledged the various contributions of
the staff and boys involved in and wholly committed to the co-urricular
aspects of the school. Without their dedication and involvement our
school’s successes in these areas would not have been possible.

His message to the assembled company included an analogy drawn
between the boys and the essence of the Olympic Games and what
it takes to be successful. The seven secrets to success, gleaned from
Olympic medallists are:

1. Knowing how hard to push: rest is as important as preparation.

2. Optimism: Its value likely lies in the motivation it creates to improve
one’s life.

3. Self-awareness: Optimism will only be truly beneficial when balanced
with self-awareness as this helps us to work on our faults and avoid
common pitfalls such as overtraining, losing concentration or burning
out.

4. Intrinsic motivation: Sources of motivation that come from within a
person, such as a natural interest, are more strongly correlated with
success than external rewards.

5. The healthy type of perfectionism: One needs to be an adaptive
perfectionist who sets high standards for oneself but is able to roll with
life's punches.

6. Plans fo deal with distractions: Decide on plans to deal with distractions,
mishaps and setbacks — and then adhering to those plans.

7. Routine: Perhaps the most important strategy for success.

“One would like to attribute that success largely to the core values and
beliefs — such as the five pillars of the school instilled in them whilst in the
corridors, classrooms, on the sport fields and on the stage that is College
and thereafter the Maritzburg College Old Boys' Association who form
‘Brothers in an endless chain,”” he said.

Mr Luman concluded by extending his thanks to all the contributors of
our boys’ successes — their coaches, trainers, managers and of course,
their parents.

Address by the Guest of Honour, Mr Lunga Shabalala

“If you look around this hall, the school or history pages of our school
magazine, you won't find my name on anything. | never made captain
of anything. There is no cultural award that | could boast about. | wasn't
even good at being mischievous (I never attended detention). At best |
was above average, on a really good day. My shoes were always clean
and | always smelt good, but | was surrounded by peers who did great
things. Provincial and National colours, above 100% for academics but
here | was, being okay with being okay. | took the comfortable route
through the whole of high school

This is where the problem lies. Nothing grows in the comfort zone.
Nothing and no-one grows unless they challenge themselves. Your brain
is wired to keep you away from scary and difficult situations. The sooner
you grasp that concept, the sooner you start working on yourself. You
have to do things that are difficult, scary and or uncertain in order to
grow.

There are two important days in a man'’s life — the day he is born and the
day he realises why he was born. If you don’t know why you are here,
| encourage you to find your purpose. What is the meaning of your life?
Can you imagine having lived your whole life, only to discover that it was
wrong? It's a scary thought.

The question is, what are you doing about it2 In the last few weeks of my
Matric year we were given a task to write a letter to our future-selves - a
letter that | read ten years after leaving these gates. It is the boldest | have
ever been. | wrote lofty, ambitious goals that seemed unattainable, too
bold, too unredlistic. | had unknowingly started the journey towards my
purpose.

At tertiary level | played my part as the obedient son and achieved my
qualifications. My father asked me where | was going to work. | told him
| wanted to pursue a career in entertainment. He told me to get out of
his house. At least he bought me a bus ticket (cheapest one available)
to Jozi. The bus smelt like feet and KFC. The bus driver kept playing the
same five songs on repeat. | didn't realise that was the most comfortable
| was going to be for a while.

Finally, the bus stopped at Park Station — the beginning of any ‘Jimmy
comes to Joburg’ story. It's 3am in the morning. The mamas who sell
mealies on the side of the road are setting up for the morning rush.
As | nibble on my dry mealie breakfast, I'm contemplating where I'm
going to look for a job. | went to Auckland Park - SABC. | begged for
interviews and was rejected, time and time again. In the afternoon | went
to restaurants and applied for any vacant spots (I was a waiter in high
school), but then the sun set and reality sank in. Where was | going to
sleep? My solution was to go back to Park station. It's close to taxis and
there were lights. | could also pretend to be waiting for a bus if people
asked. That night | moved from bench to bench and got a few hours’ rest
sleeping in the toilets. Trust me when | tell you this, “You are the most
honest with yourself when you are alone and far away from home.”

Morning came and | went fo a few modelling agencies but the majority
of them turned me down because of my height. All | needed was one
positive response, and | got one. That same day | went to two castings
and | was given a job for a can company and with that I had rent money.

| moved into a place called Villa Barcelona’ (studio apartments) and
continued to go fo auditions. The rejections kept coming. The small promo
jobs were there and | took every one | was offered. Then | received a
text from an ex who told me about Calvin Klein — and the rest, as they
say, is history.

My name was starting to get around, but the pay wasn't what | thought
it would be. There's a line they love throwing around in Joburg, “We will
pay you with exposure.” If only my landlord accepted that as currency.

I finally got a shot at an audition at Selimathunzi. The twist was that the
public would have to vote and decide the winner. We all know how that

ended.
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However, it all started with the choice | made the day | wrote that lefter
to myself in 6th form. You have to make the choice to find your purpose.

My advice to you is:

e choose the path and make a conscious commitment to achieve your
goal,

® act - put the thoughts and words into action. Make an irreversible
action towards that goal,

® be responsible and resilient - own every action along the way and be
steadfast.

I urge you fo find your purpose. Fight for that purpose. It will be hard,
nothing worth having comes easily, but keep moving. Dr Martin Luther
King said it best, “If you can't fly, run. If you can’t run, walk. If you can't
walk crawl, but by all means keep moving.” Do not find yourself on your
deathbed with the ghosts of your ideas, dreams, talents and gifts looking
down at you angrily because you could’ve given them life and you didn't.

Don't take greatness to the grave. Live Greatness!

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PRIZE-GIVING

Prize-giving took place on Friday, 24 November 2017 and
celebrated the academic achievements of College boys during the
year. The guest of honour was Mr Vivek Ramsaroop (OC 2004),
Senior Associate with Bowmans.

Address by the Headmaster, Mr CJ Luman

Mr Luman began his address by thanking Mr Craig MacKenzie, the
Chairman, and all members of the School Governing Body for their
commitment and service to College over the past year. Thanks were
also extended to the Executive Committee and the academic and
administrative staff at Maritzburg College.

The headmaster’s message focused on tolerance and compassion, a
pertinent message as a result of a turbulent year.

“At College we are guided by our core values of honesty, integrity,
courage, self-discipline, commitment and respect and we continually
refer to them and remind ourselves of them”, he said. “However, |
firmly believe that in light of growing social awareness issues, we
need to include tolerance and compassion to these values when
inferacting with our peers.”

“We should all be familiar with the meaning of tolerance as it is
generally understood. We ought to be aware that it is necessary
to treat people equally regardless of their race, religion, sex or
political beliefs.

Tolerance implies a respect for another person, not because he is
wrong or even because he is right, but because he is human.

Tolerance means a willingness to allow others to do or say what they
want without criticising them. It is a quality which enables one to
tolerate the presence of others. There may be differences of opinions
between individuals or groups of people, but there is no reason why
a difference should be seftled by a show of strength or ostracisation
or exclusion.

Tolerance can help everyone settle all matters of dispute amicably.
We should work more at celebrating and acknowledging
differences.

To have compassion means having kindness, feeling other people’s
pain and suffering, and avoiding hurting or harming others for
one’s own ends. Compassion thrives in a person who rises above
his selfishness and egotism and who finds enough virtue in others
to appreciate and understand them. A compassionate person
has great sensitivity to the problems and feelings of others. He
does not take advantage of their weakness. He does not criticise
them. He does not give them a reason to feel guilty or ashamed
of themselves. Compassion is what makes a human being human.
One can trace many of the problems that we have today to a lack
of compassion.”

The headmaster exhorted the boys to strive to cultivate compassion
by: withholding judgement, restraining their speech and using kind
words, understanding suffering, rising above their selfishness and
self-centeredness, practicing friendliness, avoiding negative talk,
learning to forgive, and appreciating themselves and not criticising
themselves with negative selftalk.

In closing, the headmaster quoted the words of the Dalai Lama:
“Compassion and folerance are not a sign of weakness, but a sign
of strength.”

LEADERSHIP & PUPIL DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME

Leadership

College provides significant opportunity for all boys to grow and develop
their personal skills that will prepare them for life after school, and
ultimately determine their success. They are exposed to a succession of
leadership growth and interaction with their peers to develop relationships
and inter-personal skills that will give them the confidence to take up a
meaningful place in society and make a difference in our community and
anywhere in the world.

The on-going transition through the four-year camp programme continues
to show tremendous dividends for the social development of all boys
who attend. Those boys who are unable to avail themselves are missing
a massive growth experience and are actually doing themselves a
disservice. As we are all aware 'you grow most prolifically when you are
out your comfort zone'.

Our relationship with the forever-professional ‘Spirit of Adventure’ (SoA)
continues to provide an excellent service, marry our camp programmes
with our classroom leadership focus, and mentor programme, to produce
a dynamic team and self-development initiative. Our Third Form boys
engage in a 35 kilometre hike over three days in the Umkomaas Valley,
co-ordinated by Roseland’s Outdoor Adventure Centre (ROAC) run by
Old Collegian, Mr Nathan Bam.

Our Camps are structured as follows:
Form 2 (SoA) at Shongweni: encompassing group activities, kayaking,
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abseiling, obstacle courses, swimming, a night hike, team-building and
fun competitions, with a service leadership theme.

Form 3 (ROAC) at Umgeni Valley: which includes an adventure along the
lower reaches of the Umgeni River where you discover their strengths and
areas of focus, a lifechanging outreach experience and a hike through
pristine riverine habitat.

Form 4 (SoA) at Cobham: a ‘self-catering’ hike in the Drakensberg
sleeping in caves and tents, and swimming in mountain streams and
under waterfalls, with a personal focus on individual growth and self-
leadership, assisted by acting prefects.

Form 5 (SoA) at Shongweni: where our future leaders identify with themselves
and grow their personal effectiveness and harness the leadership skills
inherent in College boys, while enjoying rap-jumping, abseiling, kayaking,
obstacle courses, raft-building competitions and strategizing how to lead
College forward effectively in an ever-changing environment.

Form 5 Leadership (SoA) at College: This camp assists in the preparation
of 120 odd young leaders in honing their leadership skills, challenging
problem solving activities, interact effectively to co-ordinate the social
development of each other and function as a team to make a significant
difference at Maritzburg College, including the entire arrangement and
running of a sports day for approximately 150 primary school girls and
boys from Edendale Primary School.

This all ties together the Speakers’ Circle opportunities, RCL commitments,
together with various other courses and seminars to which our boys are
exposed, to ensure that they are prepared to lead the school in their final
year. The Leaver Extension Programme (LEP) is the final initiative that is
developed ‘in house’ to meet the specific needs of Sixth Form boys to
round off their preparation to take the step into the world beyond the
gates of Maritzburg College.

We were delighted to once again receive a certificate of recognition
from Stellenbosch University for being one of their top-100 Feeder
Schools. We are one of only 12 KZN schools who are part of the
top 100. The certificate reads: ‘Stellenbosch University celebrates

Maritzburg College for their commitment to development and excellence
as evidenced in the number of matriculants that registered for
undergraduate studies at our institution.

Careers and Tertiary Studies

The department continued to provide and supply many matric and
senior boys with a range of information regarding their career and
tertiary programmes. During the year, we hosted all the major South
African Universities, as well as a few overseas institutions as there
has been a marked increase in queries about studying internationally.
Stellenbosch University also celebrated Maritzburg College as one of
their Top-100 Feeder Schools for 2017. We were awarded a certificate
that acknowledges our school “for their commitment to development and
excellence as evidenced in the number of matriculants that registered
for undergraduate studies at Stellenbosch University.” A number of
vocational presentations were also offered by people within various
professional fields. Some of these highlights included Tutors’ Worldwide,
PKF chartered accountants, KPMG, Colenbrander Incorporated, Cox
Yeats Attorneys and Pangea Trading.

In 2017, the Allan Gray Orbis Foundation again recognised Maritzburg
College as being a Gold Partner School for the year. Membership of
the Foundation’s Gold Partner School is limited to the top 100 South
African schools as measured by the Foundation’s criteria and offers our
school the opportunity to nominate Grade 12 learners to a specific Gold
Partner stream. The Foundation provides full financial support for students
who want to pursue tertiary studies at selected South African Universities.

This wonderful opportunity, known as the Allan Gray Orbis Fellowship,
explores an entrepreneurial mind-set based on a solid academic platform.
In April, five of our matric boys were nominated for this very stringent
process which culminates at the end of each year.

For the fourth year running and through our good relationship with UKZN,
the University’s scholarship committee again approved scholarships to 15
College Old Boys (who matriculated in 2016) currently studying at UKZN
in their first year. Each scholarship is to the purse value of R10 000
and is drawn from the ‘Professor Hattersley Scholarship Fund’. These
scholarships are for entrant students who studied at Maritzburg College
and are in the specific disciplines of Science, Engineering, Commerce
and Education.

In May, seven matric boys were invited to attend the Hulamin career
day in Pietermaritzburg where this Indusiry was showcased and bursary
opportunities for tertiary studies were discussed. Our College boys did
us very proud and subsequently two of them have applied for bursaries
at Hulamin.

In July, the Pietermaritzburg Chamber of Commerce approached our
department looking for deserving matric boys who would be interested in
studying Engineering as a career. Preformed Line Products (PLP) has since
inferviewed six worthy matric boys to possibly offer full bursaries from
their Trust to study Engineering at any SA University — all costs covered
and for the full duration of their degrees. From recent feedback, two of
our matric boys may be offered full bursaries pending their final matric
results.

During the third term, we hosted the Third Form Information Evening
which was extremely well attended by both parents and boys and served
to be most informative in crucial subject choosing process. It proved to
be very successful. From feedback received, many parents find it helpful,
particularly when new subjects are introduced.

2017 also saw the continuation of our Fifth Form Work Experience
Programme. Research shows that work experience definitely shapes and
helps to formulate one’s career path. Although this in not a compulsory
exercise, almost 50% of our boys participated in this important
programme. The feedback and evaluation forms completed by the
participating Corporates were mostly very informative and encouraging.

In conclusion, to see our matric boys leave College with a sense of
direction and purpose, well-informed and prepared for their future
tertiary studies is hugely rewarding and one of the main objectives of the
Careers and Tertiary Studies Department.

Accounting

Afrikaans

The 2017 National Senior Certificate examination papers for Afrikaans
were of a challenging standard. Learners were well-prepared for Paper 1
(comprehension and grammar) and Paper 2 (literature) which demanded
more insight and inferpretation in comparison with previous years. Higher
cognitive skills were required. Paper 3 (writing) allowed for creativity,
especially in the essay section. Excellent results were achieved with a
100% pass rate. 201 candidates wrote the exams and 35 distinctions
were achieved with an aggregate of 67%. The top achiever was
H le Roux with 98%, placing him first in the form.

At the end of 2016, we bade farewell to Mr Danie Kleinhans who took
on a parttime position in the Mathematics Department at the school. We
are thankful for his willingness to assist with one junior Afrikaans class.
He was replaced by Mr Lukas Booysen (OC 2013). As he is still studying,
he only taught two junior classes, but will take on another two classes in
2018. We are grateful to have him in our department as he is dedicated
and well-respected by the pupils.

Teachers in the Afrikaans Department were, once again, involved with
Afrikaans productions under the leadership of Mrs Talke and assisted
by Mrs Fraser and Mrs Landsberg. In the first term, they staged a very
successful Barnyard theatre which showcased pupil and staff talent.
Mr Fraser and his band entertained a very appreciative audience. After
months of script writing, musical synchronization and rehearsals, two
drama and musical productions were staged. ‘Bloedbroers’, written by
H le Roux, the top Sixth Form Afrikaans student this year, and ‘Ek en
djy go to jail’, from Mrs Talke’s pen, were performed together on three
consecutive evenings. Mrs Talke (Director), Mrs Fraser (Co-director),
Mrs Landsberg (Musical Director) and Mr Fraser (singer) are to be
congratulated and thanked for their contribution to the success of these
two musical productions.

The Junior and Senior Taalbond exams were written in April. This is
probably the only forum where a pupil is able to obtain a certificate that
will confirm his standard of bilingualism in both English and Afrikaans.
Nineteen senior and 19 junior candidates entered and pleasing results
were achieved. The Senior Afrikaans Olympiad was written in May and
58 pupils entered this competition. Congratulations go to HP le Roux in
Sixth Form for being placed first in KwaZulu-Natal, as well as A Pieterse
and R van der Berg who all achieved distinctions in these exams. The
Junior Afrikaans Olympiad was written in September with 18 entries.
Distinctions were achieved by J le Roux, W Pretorius, N Greeff and
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J Schitte. Le Roux was placed sixth in KwaZulu-Natal and twenty-seventh
in South Africa, Pretorius tenth and Greeff twenty-third in KwaZulu-Natal.
They are all commended for their outstanding performances in these
exams/Olympiads.

In 2017, the Afrikaans Department taught two iPad classes in Third
Form. iPads are allowed to be used in all Afrikaans classrooms, but each
teacher exercises their own discretion in terms of the extent to which they
can be utilised. iPads are essentially used by pupils for research purposes
and as an aid in creative writing.

I would like to take this opportunity to thank my colleagues for their
on-going support and commitment. | am blessed with dedicated and
passionate Afrikaans teachers who go the extra mile, which is very
evident in times of pressure and during demanding sports seasons.

Business Studies

Business Studies has been offered as a subject for two years now and
2017 was the first year that our matric class wrote the National Senior
Certificate examination.

Our department is proud that an entrepreneurial spirit and social
consciousness was fostered in the Fourth Form class as they partnered
with Step-Up. The boys were encouraged fo raise R1 000 and donate this
amountto the ‘Stop Hunger Now’ campaign. They were exposed to outside
speakers ranging from banking to life coaching. The theory was put into
practice and the boys had to run a production line to pack the food for
the campaign. A whopping R21,024 was raised and 5,390 meals were
packed for underprivileged children in the community. Congratulations to
D Cooper, T Cheatle, S Meiklejohn, B Symons and T Francis for going
beyond their R1,000 target.

The Fifth Form boys took part in our mentorship programme and were
intfroduced to Old Collegians who graciously took up the opportunity
of being mentors and guides to our boys. As Kevin Cotterell, one of
the mentors said, “It must be daunting to be in Fifth Form and having to
decide what route to follow info the labour market today. There is so much
negativity regarding youth unemployment, poor economic prospects for
the country as well as many barriers to contend with. Conversely, there
are so many opportunities over such a diverse environment that it foo can
be confusing.” A total of 20 mentors met with the boys twice during the
year fo pass on insights into the market and working world. Some boys
have developed strong bonds with their mentors and have gained both
invaluable knowledge and support through this programme.

A few excursions took place this year: Mrs Randall’s Fifth Formers visited
Toyota in Isipingo to experience the production function; Mrs Akerman’s
class visited Eddels shoe factory in Victoria Road and were taught about
the synchronised production system; and Mr Chirengende accompanied
13 boys on the first Business Studies tour to Gauteng this year, where
much fun and learning was had. Some of the businesses that were visited
were Necsa, Nissan, Spar DC, ABSA museum, Standard Bank, Rocco
Mammas franchise and Gold Reef City.

We partnered with Allan Gray and participated in their six week online
Entrepreneurial Challenge. This course offered boys exposure to new
trends and ideas that are happening in the world. This will certainly
remain on our calendar in 2018 and we hope to secure a few prizes
next year.

The department has introduced an entrepreneurial programme called
‘Red Cloak’ - an initiative where boys were encouraged to develop
business ideas to present to venture capitalists. We had 25 applications,
of which 20 pitched their ideas to the Chamber. The Chamber consisted of
a number of staff members: Mr Thembela, Mrs Akerman, Mr Gutteridge,
Mrs Tedder, Mrs Dos Santos, Mr Mantel, Mrs Randall and Mr Ngema.

After facing some gruelling questions, both during and after their
presentations, candidates were left to wait and see who would progress
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to the final round. Five teams were chosen and, after months of intensive
research and preparation, the finalists presented their ideas to the
Chamber which this time consisted of five Old Collegians, headed up by
Bruce Lesur. The finalists were X Preforius, B Dry, J Hendrikz, M Reeves,
JR McKenzie, C McKenzie and A Khanyile.

M Reeves was nominated the winner on the evening and is running his
business of individualised phone covers. B Dry and X Pretorius have
secured an investment of a 3D printer, and A Khanyile has had his brand
protected against any copyright infringements. Congratulations to all the
boys who participated this year. Next year promises to be a bigger and
better programme, with interesting developments.

On the staffing front, we look forward to welcoming Mr Ngcebo
Thembela into our fold next year.

Dramatic Arts

Once again the Dramatic Arts department enjoyed a full calendar of
academic co-curricular productions in 2017. The variety of productions
allowed the boys the opportunity to perform, direct, produce and handle
the technical aspects of all their shows. The range of performances
included Theme Programmes, Children’s Theatre, Protest Theatre Scenes,
Greek Theatre monologues, Rituals, Medieval Theatre and Commedia
Dell ‘Arte lazzis.

The Theme Programmes by Sixth Formers is the highlight on the
department’s academic calendar. This year's performances were thought-
provoking and of an excellent standard, with issues relevant to the boys’
experiences as young men. It was a treat for the audience to watch a
talented group of young men present emotionally sincere monologues,
dynamic and creative linking devices, interesting tableaus and excellently
choreographed movement pieces which involved skill and risk-taking.
The evening is most significant as it marks not only the culmination
of three years of performance work but the end of a journey for boys
who, through the subject developed into selfconfident, strong and well-
rounded young men.

The Fifth Formers were introduced to Ibsen’s, A Doll’s House, and worked
with Stanislavski’s method acting techniques to understand the power of
realism. The boys pushed the boundaries of theatre in their interpretation
and presentation of monologues from the play. The skills they learnt in
this theatre form held them in good stead when they experimented with
Children’s Theatre, the aim of which is didactic. The boys workshopped
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wellknown fairy tales to teach the learners at Ridge Roots the importance
of being aware of strangers and the value of kindness. Physical Theatre
is an important theatre form. The boys worked with space, time,
weight, flow, direction and were able to create movement pieces which
focussed on contrasting movement, risk-taking and developing trust. The
culmination of their academic programme was a showcase of the pieces
for the performance assessments. The range of items included scenes
from Woza Albert!, own choice monologues, a physical theatre piece
and dialogues.

The Fourth Formers explored Rituals, Greek Monologues, Medieval
Theatre and Commedia Dell ‘Arte as their introduction into senior
Dramatic Arts. The different genres of performances gave the boys the
opportunity to explore the diversity of cultures and theatre forms. They
workshopped and produced a credible presentation of the medieval
morality play, Everyman. They explored the cycle play format by staging
the play outdoors in the Fifth Form quad. The audience members - the
Third Formers - followed the action and actors around the quad thereby
experiencing the feel of a medieval cycle play. They ended their academic
co-curricular programme with the Creative Expressions Evening. This year
they explored the world of comedy by creating Commedia lazzis using
stock characters and stock scenarios.

Junior Drama continues to thrive at College and the standard of the work
demonstrated at the Performance Exams augurs well for the future of
Dramatic Arts as a matric subject. Second Formers worked on Myths and
Legends and Third Formers explored Elizabethan monologues, mostly
taken from popular Shakespearean plays. Among the dramatic skills that
the boys are developing, it is encouraging to note that the boys are also
developing selfconfidence; they are embracing diversity in a positive,
enquiring manner and they are respectful of the various cultures which
they encounter.

On the staffing front, we welcome to the department Mrs Fraser, who will
be working with the juniors. Mr Mbontsi will continue to work with us as
a co-curricular Physical Theatre coach. The department places on record
its sincere thanks to Mr Barbour for his contribution and expertise to the
Dramatic Arts subject and productions. He joins the History department
for the 2018 academic year and we wish him every success.

We are pleased to report that the Sixth Form class of 2017 produced an
excellent set of results in the National Senior Certificate Examination. Of
a total of 28 learners, nine boys achieved distinctions and 13 achieved
‘B" symbols with an average of 76%. M Diaz and S Goddard were both
placed first in the class achieving 94%. The paper was rigorous and we
would like to commend all the boys on the admirable standard that was set.

Economics

The year 2017 proved an eventful and successful year for the Economics
department. Central fo our success was the commitment and collegiality
of the staff, namely Messrs N Pillay, M Marwick, N Thembela and
S Ngema.

They have settled in
well and have already made a great contribution to the department and
the school as a whole.
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Academically our performance was excellent and was comparable to
that of 2016. Of a ftotal of 80 learners, 24 achieved A symbols and
28 achieved B symbols with a commendable overall average of 76%.
These results were most pleasing and placed College among the best in
the province.

Once again our learners were very successful in the JSE Schools
Challenge. This is a game where students from Grade 8 to 12 can
learn about the stock exchange, the economy and have a ‘real world’
experience of share trading. The aim of the challenge is to educate,
encourage and allow the youth of South Africa to understand the JSE and
its role in wealth generation.

Each team of four members is given R1 million in virtual money to invest
on the stock exchange and they compete with more than 800 teams all
over South Africa to produce the highest growth. Maritzburg College
teams have been consistent over the years, regularly finishing in the top
five. This year was no exception as one of our teams did exceptionally
well. ‘Relax and Trade’ with team members M Ebrahim, J Vally, L Green
and T Dovey, won the Speculator Porffolio in the JSE Schools Challenge.
In addition, the team also won the monthly prize twice during the period
of the competition. The team was also invited to attend the JSE awards
ceremony in Johannesburg where they received the winner’s cheque
of R21 500 for their outstanding achievement. Another team, ‘Piper’s
Entrepreneurs’ (C Janse van Rensburg, S Piper, C Tooke) were also
successful during the period of the competition when they won the July
monthly prize for finishing top in the Equity Portfolio in the category.

The Sixth Form
this year did wonderful work in their researching of the impact of
humans on local river systems. The Fourth Form looked more closely
at the Pietermaritzburg area and its geomorphology. As geography
is so relevant, daily events around the globe are focussed on in class,
broadening the learner’s horizons.

As | step down as subject head of Geography | wish to thank all of the
members of the department for the many years of camaraderie, friendship,
co-operation and total commitment to the teaching of Geography.

History

The History department underwent a change of guard with Mr Larter
stepping down as subject head due to his heavy workload (running
Nathan House). Luckily for the department he is still with us and able
to offer mentorship to all in the department (and we rely very heavily on
that) but we do thank him for his leadership and the hours he has given
the department. The department is blessed with passionate, dedicated
and professional educators. Messrs G Waters, R Barbour and G le Roux
provide excellent grounding in equipping our young historians with
skillsets needed not only for History but for other subjects. The grounding
in the junior forms makes the job of the senior teachers much easier and
Messrs D Larter, B Henderson, T Orchard, T Nevill and C Dutton just have
to point the young historians in the right direction.

A young historian entering College will start his journey with the history
of Maritzburg College, followed by the Industrial and Mineral Revolutions
in Britain and Southern Africa, and Colonisation leading up to World
War |. The Third Form historians relish working through World War |
to Hitler, World War Il and ending with turning points in modern South
African History. One of the focus areas this year was to make the Second
and Third Form history syllabus at College CAPS compliant and we are
pleased to report that the department has settled well into the new regime.

In Fourth Form our young historians begin by looking at the world in
1600, the French Revolution, changes in the interior of South Africa
caused by Shaka, the movement of people, the discovery of minerals
leading up to the South African war. By Fifth Form the focus turns to
the origins of the Cold war with a study of the Russian Revolution, the
challenge to Capitalism, rise of Hitler and Nationalism around the world
before going on to South Africa. South African history focuses on the
period from 1900 to the turning points between 1948 and 1960. The
Sixth Formers focus on modern history (1950's to 2000), looking at the
Cold War, Civil Resistance and changes to society.

Not only do Messrs D Larter and B Henderson (the Sixth Form teachers)
need to be commended for their efforts and the role they played in
these excellent results, but the whole department who confributed to the
grounding of these learners.

Mathematics

It has been a privilege to lead this department again this year. The
Mathematics Department consists of a group of highly qualified,
passionate and committed people. Some have been teaching for many
years and this experience and knowledge was shared among the
younger, less experienced teachers to ensure growth and confidence in
their abilities.

This has been the third year that Mrs Moffatt has taught Remedial
Mathematics at College and we are confident that this service has
contributed positively towards improving the results of under-achieving
boys.

We are very grateful to the Epoch Optima Trusts who once again
granted a generous sum of money to the Maritzburg College
Mathematics Department. This has assisted us in meeting the goals of
improving participation in higher mathematics, increasing the number
of disadvantaged learners who have access to quality mathematics
education and increasing the quality of our results.

We entered 265 boys in the Harmony Mathematics Olympiad, with 127
making it through to the second round and one boy wrote round three.
We registered a group of 22 Sixth Formers with the |EB to write Advanced
Programme Mathematics. Twenty Fifth Formers and 20 Fourth Formers
committed themselves to an internal Advanced Mathematics course.

A total of 196 boys wrote Mathematics in the NSC Examinations with 17
obtaining A symbols and 40 B symbols. The pass rate for Mathematics
was 100%. These are undoubtedly results of which to be proud.

Mr L Mdladla left the school to take up a permanent position at another
school during the first term. Mrs K Threadingham filled in on a parttime
basis for the completion of 2017. We would like to thank her for her
excellent service. Mr G Barrable, who has taken up a post at St Charles,
also left us at the end of 2017. We thank him for his many years of
service in the Mathematics Department and wish him all the best for the
future.

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Music

Physical Science

The beginning of this year saw a change in the leadership of the
department from Mr Trodd, who had been at the helm for 15 years,
to Mrs Couperthwaite. It has been, and still is, an efficient department
thanks to all the teachers involved.

Having to follow the CAPS requirements places a lot of stress on the staff
to complete the syllabus and in some cases lessons had to be taught on
public holidays. We are also now writing the Department of Education
exam papers in June, Sixth Form Trials and November exams for Fourth
and Fifth Form. These papers have been of a very high standard and we
look forward to what 2018 has to offer.

On the Natural Science front we have semesterised with Life Science and
now all Second and Third Formers are being taught by subject specialists.
In these two classes the emphasis is very much on the practical work so
the boys get a chance to do Science as the scientfists do.

Every year we enter those boys in Fourth and Fifth Form who have
achieved an ‘A" aggregate in the June exams, into the National Science
Olympiad. The boys can choose to write either Life Science or Physical
Science. This year H le Roux and M Horan were selected to attend the
National Science week in Johannesburg: M Horan for his achievement
in Physical Science and H le Roux for his achievement in Life Science.

We also enter a team of our three top Science boys in the MINTEK
Science Quiz. This is sponsored by Mintek on a provincial level and then
a National final. H le Roux again did himself and the school proud by
obtaining the top marks in the regional competition and being part of the
winning KZN team in Johannesburg.

The Sixth Formers did us proud by achieving 26 A aggregates,
with H le Roux achieving 100%, in the National Senior Certificate
examinations and 133 boys achieved 50%.

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Visual Art

The Art Department has enjoyed a busy and highly productive year.

Second Formers received a solid grounding in observational drawing.
They were excited to draw portraits of themselves using a mirror, then
of their partners in profile. These were then combined into a multi-
perspective portrait in the style of Picasso. Those who took Art in the first
semester also explored creating animal heads using paper mache.

While continuing to hone their drawing skills, Third Formers also learned
the basics of watercolour painting and then went on to experiment
with lino-printing — using the newly repaired and conditioned press —
and produced some beautiful work featuring the school buildings and
gardens.

The Fifth Formers attended a lecture on Matisse at the
Tatham Art Gallery

Our Fourth Formers focussed on drawing and observation, while
exploring pre-historic art and San Rock Art in their theory. They visited the
Msunduzi Museum where they were treated to a lecture by an expert in
the field of rock art before going off to examine the excellent displays and
rock art friezes housed in the museum. In the second term they learned
the basics of acrylic painting while painting a stillife. Examining the
intricacy of Islamic designs inspired the backgrounds of portrait prints in
both black & white and colour. Finally, they were challenged to create a
site-specific installation on an environmental or social issue. The school
grounds came alive with bold and thought-provoking pieces, many made
from recycled materials. The Creative Expressions evening, a new event
on the calendar, was a combined evening of drama and art, where the
Fourth Formers were given the opportunity to mount an exhibition of their
best work.

Fifth Formers focussed on learning the art of oil painting in the first term.
They also explored abstract art through collage. In the second half of
the year they were given free-reign in terms of medium, their points of
departure being the themes “Conversations” and “Movement”. When a

Counselling

Our House system plays a significant role in facilitating consultations for
the boys due to the network existing between the Counselling department
and the Housemasters who closely administer pastoral care to those in
their Houses.

As seeking counselling becomes a naturally intelligent modern choice for
boys who experience ups and downs in life, more boys have come to
freely direct struggling peers towards this department. 2018 is expected
to be a fruitful year therapeutically.

Media Centre

The devastation after the storm

It was October 2016 and my family and | had been given a chance —
by my sister — to go to the Cayman Islands in the Caribbean. My sister
and her husband had moved there at the end of 2015 to pursue an
accounting career with a local firm on the island.

We arrived after a trip that took forty-nine hours, three airplane changes
and three continents. The islands are extremely hot and humid and the
ocean temperature is high. We had planned to stay for three weeks and
then head home; obviously that would not go to plan.
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Having the ocean temperature at around twenty-seven degrees | knew
from my geography studies at school that it was the ideal temperature
for the formation of hurricanes. Knowing this, it was constantly on my
mind. | mean we were on an island no bigger than Durban, and there
was nowhere fo go if it did happen. | tried to put the thought behind me.

The island was absolute paradise and going into our third week — on
the morning of my birthday — we turned on the TV to see the news, and
what was in the headline. A category three hurricane forming about one
hundred kilometres East South East of the island. To the East of the island
was Jamaica and to the North was Cuba and the Dominican Republic.

We kept track of the hurricane for the first couple of days as it formed.
It was becoming stronger and stronger. There had now been warnings
issued about the hurricane and how it could potentially hit the island. Fast
forwarding a litile, it did hit the island and, to be brutally honest, | had
never been more scared in my entire life.

The storm had winds of up to two-hundred and seventy-five kilometres per
hour and rain of up to two-hundred and fifty millimetres per hour. This
would tear the island to shreds. We were extremely lucky, as we were not
hit directly by it, but we felt the “side” impact, which was still extremely
dangerous.

The struggle for those less fortunate was gut-wrenching, we watched as
they aimlessly walked around the island looking for some gleam of hope
to latch onto, this was well after the storm had passed. People’s lives and
homes were wrecked and half their families gone. They struggled to come
to terms with what had happened.

At the end of it all, twentyfour people had lost their lives and three-
thousand people were homeless.

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Fifth Form Economics Tour To Johannesburg

The 2017 Fifth Form Economics Tour to Johannesburg was a resounding
success. Twenty young men made the trip and gained valuable exposure
to the world of business and received practical advice from prominent
business leaders about career opportunities. Most of the businessmen
who hosted us were themselves College Old Boys, and each added
a personal touch with inspiring stories of their lives. They also shared
valuable words of wisdom and encouragement with the boys, and
stressed the importance of having confidence, working hard and
networking. Some of the Old Collegians we met were Alan Keep (the
managing partner of top law firm, Bowman Gilfillan), Kelvin Watt (CEO
of Trans Africa Media), Grant Morrison (Financial Director at H Systems
(Pty) Ltd), Paul Miller (Investment Banker at Nedbank and founding MD of
coal and anthracite mining company Keaton Energy Holdings Limited),

Day one of the tour began with an informative morning-long visit to
the MICROmega headquarters, where the touring party was looked
after royally by loyal OCs Andrew ‘Staffie’ Hay and Reegan Smith.
The CEO, Greg Morris, who has been with the company for 20 years,
was a remarkable host and told us not to narrow our connections and
to become friendly with lower formers as they might be our business
partners one day.

We were also afforded the opportunity to
take in and experience the diverse and fast-paced culture of the financial
hub of Africa and we found ourselves in various corners of Jozi, including
Soweto, Orlando, Fordsburg and the East Rand. Another highlight of the
tour was the visit to Daytona Motors in Sandton, where the boys drooled
over Aston Martins, Rolls-Royces and Mclarens. Much to the envy of his
friends, M van Heerden, as the top performing student in the June exams,
was able to go for a ride in a Mclaren through the streets of Sandton.

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OTHER ACTIVITIES

Fourth Form History Excursion

In the footsteps of Gandhi, the Zulus and the Voortrekkers -
their impact on Pietermaritzburg.

The tour began at the Pietermaritzburg Railway Station where Gandhi
was evicted from a first class compartment during the night of 7 June
1893. This incident changed the course of his life and world history.
It was the first act of defiance against unjust laws and the start of his
passive resistance campaign.

The group then moved to the Gandhi statue in town where the group was
shown many of the historic figures and buildings. On the statue that was
erected on the centenary of the event were these words by the great man:
“My active non-violence began from that date.”

The next stop was the Msunduzi Museum. Here the focus was on the
Zulus and Voortrekkers. The group focused on the Zulu kings (from Shaka
to today) and early Zulu lifestyle, building up to the Battle of Blood River.
We then looked at how the Voorirekkers lived and considered their
impact on Pietermaritzburg.

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Academic Achievers Tour to Europe

A large group of 283 very excited pupils, including M Smith, D Naidu,
J Bense and K Hough from College, gathered at OR Tambo Airport to
begin their Academic Achievers Tour to Europe. Our first destination was
Frankfort, a beautiful city in which the new commercial buildings have
been cleverly integrated with the old. We saw bicycles everywhere, and
were told that many people are very supportive of the Green Movement.
Our first stop was the Frankfort Stock Exchange where we were informed
that an average trading day realises 5bn euro in turnover, with the
biggest share being Adidas.

From Frankfurt, we bussed on to Heidelberg, a very old town that is
picture-postcard perfect. The Neckar River runs through the centre of the
town and is dotted with long barges. The beautiful but eerie Heidelberg
Castle on top of the hill dominates the landscape. From Heidelberg, we
travelled to Sinsheim fo visit the Auto & Technik Museum. This provided an
amazing display of cars, buses, motorcycles, army vehicles, field guns,
tanks, uniforms, planes, mechanical music systems, and much more.

Our next stop was Stuttgart University. Prof Patrick Bernhagen (Political
Science) emphasised three infernational trends: a shift to the right
in politics; increasing worldwide inequality; and ‘mediasation’ of
the world. In his view, globalisation was leading to a breakdown in
homogeneous communities, which was in turn associated with a shift
from ‘group thinking’ to self-interest. This is creating political pressure
on governing parties, forcing them to take their focus off governing to a
focus of winning votes (at all costs) — an interesting but rather sobering
presentation for the pupils to take in, especially the South Africans and
our own challenging political situation.

The next morning, we were off to the Porsche Museum in Stutigart, a
massive building with an incredible array of vehicles and other machinery
produced by Porsche over the years.

We then set off for Zurich in Switzerland. The countryside in both
Germany and Switzerland is beautiful - the roads are superb and the
farmlands create an impression of everything being organised and well
maintained. Zurich is an impressive city spread around Lake Zurich.

At Zurich University ETH the next day, we enjoyed a lecture from Prof
Haystrom who spoke to us about integrating sociology with science and
technology. A second speaker, Prof Schmidt, lectured us on the different
sources of energy and power generation.

From Zurich, we travelled on to Titlis Mountain, at a height of 3040m.
There was plenty of snow and low cloud cover made visibility poor -
nevertheless some of the boys had great fun in the snow. We walked
through a tunnel cut into a glacier, surrounded by bluish ice with clear
strata and weird shapes — a bit eerie to see entire plants embedded in
the ice. We also took a short hike outside along the south facing cliff
face (very, very steep) and across a suspension bridge to the SkyTrail
cable car.

Then we were on our way to Interlaken through spectacular scenery, with
deep green grasslands and beautiful autumn foliage. As we drove into
Interlaken, we watched parachutists jumping off the nearby ridge and
sailing into the town. The lakes are fascinating, deep clear water with a
pastel bluish tinge.

We journeyed on to Geneva and visited the local university, an
impressive post graduate institution specialising in politics, diplomacy
and research — their motto is ‘Impact change’. Later that day, we visited
the United Nations Headquarters, a frustrating visit made unpleasant by
long delays and officious security personnel. During our curtailed tour we
viewed the new League of Nations meeting venue. We left with a sense
of bureaucracy, secrecy, endless talks, massive consumption of money
and diplomatic arrogance.

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We then travelled to Cern to visit the Science Museum, where we viewed
the Universe of Particles & Microcosms presentation and the Particle
Accelerator display — this is definitely one museum where one needs a
very good guide. A few of the physics students were in their element,
and very excited, but | suspect many others were overwhelmed by the
displays.

Our last stop for the day was the Red Cross Museum. The organisation
has three main focus areas: dealing with natural disasters such as floods,
fires, earthquakes, tornados etc.; Aids prevention and treatment; and
protection of children and adults. It was interesting o hear that the Red
Cross’ original constitution directed that it be formed only to protect
injured and/or captured soldiers. The constitution was severely tested
during WWII as it resulted in no protection being afforded to civilians
who were imprisoned or persecuted during the war. After the war, it
was agreed that the constitution was wrong and the Red Cross offered a
public, world-wide apology for their lack of intervention during the war.

The following day, we journeyed into France where our first stop was
Dijon, a truly beautiful old city founded in 1787. We were spellbound
by the magnificent old buildings, top end shops and hundreds of cafes,
restaurants, delicatessens, bakers, butchers, cheese makers and more. It
was clear to see that the concept of supermarkets has definitely not taken
off in Europe, thankfully so.

Then on to Paris, where our first adventure was to take the metro to
Trocadero to view the Eiffel Tower. While the tower itself is undeniably
impressive, | was disappointed by its very commercial surrounds -
hectically busy, drowning in tourists and swamped by multitudes of
insatiable hawkers.

The next day, we were very well received at the Université Paris-Sarclay,
which has a splendid auditorium with amazing acoustic panelling. The
pupils appreciated the warm welcome and the gift bags they received
from Prof. Sardinne.

Next we visited the Montparnasse Tower and enjoyed incredible views
across the city in the evening sunlight. As nightfall descended, we took
the metro to the Arc de Triomphe, a 50-mefer-tall majestic monument
built by Napoleon in 1806. The girls (and boys) were very excited at
the opportunity to walk down the beautiful Champs-Elysées and shop
to their hearts’ content in shops such as Sephora, Gap, Virgin and even

McDonalds.

Our end-point was the Louvre, having taking hundreds of photos along
the way of tourist highlights such as the Palais Grand, the Palias Petit,
the beautiful Tuilerie Gardens and the Place de la Concorde. Sadly, our
timing was poor and we couldn't visit the Louvre itself.

The next day, although we left early to beat the crowds at Disneyland
Paris, we had a scramble to find our way around roughly 50,000
visitors. The boys had a great time but disappointingly several exhibits
were closed and the quality of many was poor.

On Sunday, the tour group split up with the majority heading home. |
was fortunate to fly with a small group to Florence, ltaly, where we were
overawed by the many ancient buildings in the Old City. Florence was
overrun with tourists, so getting about and actually seeing the sights was
quite challenging. The highlight of the day was the visit to the Galleria
dell’Accademia, where we enjoyed a detailed history lesson on the story
of Michelangelo’s ‘David'.

The next day, we journeyed to Rome through the Tuscan countryside
- while the scenery is stunning, it was alarming to see the number of
abandoned homesteads, including some impressive villas. Clearly,
farming is taking strain in Italy. We debussed at the Theatre of Marcellus
and took a guided walk through to the Time Elevator, a 3D movie and
simulation ride. It offered us an awe-inspiring visual journey through
Rome's history, dating back over 3000 years. Visiting Rome is like going
through a time portal — from the Renaissance and Roman Empire and
back to the present.
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Our guide led us to the Spanish Steps, builtin 1725, and which climb the
steep slope between the Piazza di Spagna at the base and the Piazza
Trinita dei Monti, dominated by the Trinita dei Monti church at the top. In
the Piazza di Spagna is an early Baroque fountain called Fontana della
Barcaccia (‘Fountain of the ugly boat'), built in 1629.

Next we visited the Pantheon, a former Roman temple but now a church.
Almost two thousand years after it was built, the Pantheon’s dome is il
the world’s largest unreinforced concrete dome.

Then it was on to the Trevi Fountain, standing 26m high and 49m
wide. This is the largest Baroque fountain in the city and one of the
most famous fountains in the world. An estimated 3000 euros are thrown
into the fountain each day, totalling US$1.5 million annually. The money
subsidises a supermarket for Rome’s needy.

The last stop of our tour was a visit to the Vatican City. The sculptures,
pottery, paintings, wall hangings and other artefacts in the Vatican
Museum were incredible. It was so difficult to take it all in, given the
sheer volume of art, and the vast number of tourists being chivvied along.

And finally into the Bascilica of St Peter. It is hard to describe this assault
on one's senses. One is overwhelmed on so many fronts — the sheer
physical scale of the interior, the beautiful works of art, the stirring sense
of history, the innumerable stories and historical events that have shaped
our understanding of the world. We left feeling both tiny in the broad
scheme of things yet also powerful in all that we had learned on the
trip. We finished our tour in silent contemplation on the Pope’s stage,
overlooking St Peter’s Square — so much for us to think about on our
journey home, but also excited by the thought that there is still so much
more fo see and experience.

The Netherlands is arguably home to some of the best
hockey clubs and culture in the world. En route we stopped in Rotterdam
to watch some Hoofdklasse hockey (which is the professional league in
the Netherlands.) Amsterdam was the stop for the next four nights and two
matches. Amsterdam is an incredibly diverse city with many aftractions
and the team enjoyed many hours experiencing this amazing city. From
cruises to dungeons and more shopping, Amsterdam was a treat on the
tour. The next game on the schedule was against HC Bloemendaal U18,
one of the best hockey clubs in the world and one of the most successful in
the Netherlands. College played some classy hockey and won the game
3-0. Here we also experienced, for the first time, the wonderful culture of
hosting and friendship around the game. All the Dutch clubs have a meal
and social time with their opponents after games, and our experience
was no different. Our second game in the Netherlands took us to Leidse,
an outer district of Amsterdam, to the local club HC Roomburg. College
won a tough match here in nearfreezing conditions and sleet (2-1). After
wrapping up our time in Amsterdam, we transferred to The Hague for
a weekend tournament organised by Field Hockey Travel at the HDM
Hockey Club. Before arriving in The Hague, we stopped off for a thrilling
morning of skiing on an indoor ski slope. For most of the tour party
it was their first time skiing and many laughs and some minor injuries
were picked up here. At the HDM tournament we were scheduled for
five games over the weekend. College won four games and lost one on
a penalty shoot-out (ironically to Hilton College from South Africa who
were at the same tournament). College beat Bishops College, Wesley
College from Ireland, Como Secondary from Perth and a Dutch team on

This record, against foreign teams, stayed well-intact on this
great tour. To play against the culture of Dutch and German teams was a
real test and the success against these power-houses proved that College
is not only a local force to be reckoned with, but one on the international
stage as well.

Housemaster, Sholto Erroll Lamond, who had a
49-year association with the school. He arrived at
College as a young schoolboy in 1902, the same
year as Mr EW Barns, and remained as a student
when the Natal University College was housed in
the wood and iron building situated in College’s
grounds. He was Dux of College in 1908 and
1909 and, apart from a short break at DHS in
1926-1927 (his ‘locust years’ as he called them),
he taught at the school until his retirement in 1950.
In short, Mr Lamond was a member of the staff from 1911 until 1950 and
was vice-principal from 1924 - 1950.
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At the conclusion of 2017 Fuller House, along with the rest of College,
reflects on a busy and fastpaced year. From the first term until the
beginning of exams in the fourth term the boys and staff in Fuller House
were dedicated and involved in the various activities at College and
in House competitions.

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Report by the Deputy Headmaster: Boarding

At the start of 2017, a number of goals were set for the Boarding
Establishment (BE) for the year, including the successful implementation
of Project Jimeloyo [relating to the construction of a new boarding house
added as an extension to the old Shepstone’s), assisting the marketing
department in the promotion of the BE, ensuring that the BE fee increase
for 2018 remained more or less in line with CPI, the rolling out of a
worthwhile mentoring programme, continuing the fight against drugs
(that universal scourge), and carrying out regular inspections and visits of
boarding houses and staff quarters. By the end of 2017, all these aims
had been either met outright or progress was made towards achieving
them.

One issue that tended to overshadow the latter half of the year was, dare
| say it, the controversy relating to traditions and privileges. Although
some changes to College’s traditions system were made at the end of
2014, a number of boarders were

determined to continue as if those

changes had never taken place, only

to find themselves in some trouble

this year. The steps taken by the BE

caused, at times, unhappiness and

the reality is that by the end of the

year the morale in the BE had taken

a dip. | was very aware of this, as

were the housemasters, and steps

were faken at the end of the year in

an effort to ensure that staff and boys

- and, indeed, parents — engaged

with each other on the subject and

that there was better communication

between all the parties. Notably, a

boarders’ Representative Council of

Learners (RCL) was introduced at the

end of 2017, and it is hoped that a

number of the communications-related

problems that emerged this year will

be avoided from 2018 onwards.

Further attention was paid to the
condition of the boarding houses
in 2017, especially Hudson’s,
corners of which had become rather
unappealing. The nub is that Hudson’s
enjoyed a renovation of its entrance
hall, masters’ study, TV room, living
area, and dormitories, which certainly
made it lighter and more attractive.

Much to the great relief of many, the

construction of the new Shepstone’s

commenced in October, after what had seemed like an endless number
of false dawns. The benefits of an increased BE will continue to flow in
January 2018, when the first batch of Form 4 boys will take up residence
in the old dwelling, until the new boarding house itself is completed at
the end of July. At the end of 2017, we were also delighted to be able to
announce that the Housemaster and Deputy Housemaster respectively of
Shepstone’s will be Messrs R Kyle and R Chirengende, and we all wish
them well in their roles.

Another exciting development with the future in mind was the purchase
in September of the corner property at 40 College Road, which meant
that additional dwellings will in due course be made available to staff.
Accordingly, the BE staff complement for 2018 will increase from 39 to
42, which can only add to the offering that the BE is able to make to the
boys and their parents.

| have to admit that the system of mentoring in the BE shuffled along
for much of 2017, but obtained fresh impetus when at mid-year Mr
Emerson in Hudson’s began experimenting with the holding of mentoring
braais at his house. This was enormously successful, and | salute the
initiative shown by Mr Emerson and his staff. A similar programme will
be encouraged throughout the BE in 2018, as well as the holding of
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calendarised mentoring sessions each term, dealing with topical issues
like privileges, drugs, bullying etc.

It was a real comfort and pleasure in 2017 to work alongside Mr Guy
McGladdery, the chairman of the Boarder Parents’ Committee (BPC),
who was a source of support and strength throughout the year. My
thanks go to Guy and his committee for the sterling work that they did
even though the discussions held were often robust and provided the
housemasters and me with extra homework! Certainly the role that they
play is an important one, as they continue to be the conduit between the
BE staff and the parents and, generally, to represent the interests of the
BE parents.

On the staffing front, a number of changes were made at the start of the

year. Sister Lauren Richmond joined the sanatorium staff and soon settled

into her role at College and became a key member of that important
team. The other newcomers were
Messrs S Botha (o most welcome
refurnee, after time spent in the

As is apparent from the above, there
was in 2017 again a review and
improvement of certain things in
the BE. But what was not changed,
and this must be stressed, were the
great foundations of the BE and the
school. Again and again, the staff
continued to emphasise fo the boys
the truly great, often unique, aspects
of a Maritzburg College education
— the powerful mix of striving for
excellence across all endeavours
and the emphasis on team spirit and
group participation; this coupled with
the virtues of a traditional education that caters for all types of boy; a
shared collective philosophy that is innovative and forward-looking,
yet paradoxically also acutely aware of tradition and heritage. Despite

1st Team

The season was a rollercoaster ride of emotions as the team had some
incredible highs and some painful lows. Credit must go to the boys for
sticking to the process of improving themselves in every game. With a
number of players returning from 2016 there was great opportunity for
growth and a successful season in 2017.

A notable achievement was the evolvement of the team from a group of
great players info a team with a deep understanding of themselves, their
team mates and the common goal.

The first game of the season was against a re-building Westville squad.
For the last few years Westville has had the habit of making it difficult for
College to win and, with most of the age group games tightly contested,
it seemed like College was set for a tough game. Settling on a man-o-
man defensive system the boys took to the task with great gusto. College
pressurised Westville to score and thus denied them from gaining any sort
of rhythm. Apart from a few lapses in concentration the boys dominated
a shell-shocked Westville to beat them by 37 points. The final score was
76-39 to College.

College headed into their next fixture against their crosstown rivals,
St Charles, quietly confident of avenging a tough loss in the Stayers
season. Played on a damp Friday evening and, with the Saints indoor
court packed to capacity, it was set to be an excellent game of basketball.
Unfortunately, the match failed to live up to our expectations and
St Charles, buoyed by a vociferous home crowd, energetic defence and
ruthless offensive efficiency, dismantled College. Building a 20-odd point
lead by half time, St Charles comfortably ran out the rest of the game. It
was a disappointing showing from the College 1st team which, on the
evening, was listless and played the game with no degree of urgency.
The final score was 68-45 to St Charles.

College headed info its next fixture against Glenwood still smarting
from their loss to St Charles. It was a workmanlike performance from
College as they tried to find some semblance of an identity. College beat
Glenwood convincingly but it was far from the unit that they would need
to become. Final score 69-24 to College.

College then faced Hilton College who, a few weeks prior, had knocked
off perennial powerhouse Durban High School. It was a ding dong battle
with neither team gaining ascendancy during the course of the whole
game. |t was during this match that the tide began to turn in attitude and
belief in this College team. The squad prevailed with a one-point win,
close perhaps on the scoreboard but far from where they had been just a
few weeks prior. Final score 47-46 to College.

Buoyed by the win over Hilton and now playing with a sense of renewed
purpose, College took the trip up to Balgowan to play Michaelhouse.
Having lost in the Stayers season the College team was looking for
revenge and that is what they achieved. With key contributions from
Dlamini and Sithole, College controlled the tempo of the game throughout
and eventually won 64-54.

Heading into the mid-term break College played many of the local
schools during the week. Though never really challenged by Treverton,
Alexandra High or Carter High it was a great opportunity to give fringe
players game time and exposure to the pace of 1st team basketball.

College then headed up to the St John's tournament which has become
the standard bearer for top schoolboy basketball in the country, with
teams from as far afield as Zimbabwe and Mozambique competing.
On the surface of it College’s overall eleventh position does not seem
all that convincing, however, that does not tell the whole story. As is
the nature of pool play, College won seven of their nine games so their
position did not quite do justice to the way the team performed at the
tournament. The sense of purpose and energy that the boys exhibited was
the pinnacle of, at times, a difficult season. The team had a notable win
over Pretoria Boys' High which was tipped as the favourite team to win
the tournament. It was during this encounter that Dlamini again displayed
his Most Valuable Player credentials.

After the St John's tournament College faced Kearsney College who
had beaten College by over 20 points in the Stayers season. College
had a slow start but soon regrouped and were able to curb Kearsney's

momentum. Again, Dlamini, as he had done so many times during the
season, came to College’s rescue and poured in 20 points in the game.
Final score 59-50 to College.

After a break of almost three weeks College played in the annual DHS
Festival having not had any consistent team practices. Coupled with this
was the infroduction of a few new players, and injuries to key personnel.
Pretoria Boys took the opportunity to exact their revenge after their shock
loss a month earlier and pummelled an out-of-sorts College team. Pretoria
Boys quite rightly ended up winning the tournament as they were the
standout team of the weekend. The College team finished in third place,
beating a well-drilled St Alban’s team from Pretoria. | am proud of these
boys as they grew in stature, individually and collectively, over the course
of the two seasons. They ended up competing at a high level and felt
comfortable to express their abilities in a team environment.

Stayers 2017

With the start of the new season there was much anticipation as there
were a few players returning from the first team. However, with the first
team playing a different style of basketball from other teams in the school,
there were some major teething problems. With such varying degrees
of basketball understanding it was downright embarrassing at times
seeing the boys flounder as their general lack of basketball acumen was
exposed. Coupled with this was a scourge of injuries which hit the team.
This turned into a bonus for the team as newer players had to step into the
breach and in some cases were more effective than the more experienced
players.

There was also a lack of scorers within the squad which will need some
adjustment in 2018 for this team to achieve any degree of success.

Credit must go to the boys, however, for having a great attitude and
desire to learn. After some painful losses in the early season to Kearsney,
Michaelhouse and Hilton, the team seems to be gelling with what is
required of them. A narrow loss to a well-coached St Charles team bodes
well for the first term of 2018 as the team finds its identity.

I look forward to seeing how the boys develop over the summer and trust
that they will come back motivated to represent Maritzburg College with
distinction.

Player Critique:

A Sithole (Captain, guard): He received the awards for Best Overall
Player and Service to Basketball. His contribution to the team was
profound both on and off the court. He was a great defender who at
times showed a cultured offensive touch. His greatest contribution was
in how he led the team, pulling the individuals together to create a team

identity.

L Dlamini (KZN Schools U18, Most Valuable Player, guard): He
blossomed in his senior season as the offensive fulcrum for the team. His
speed and scoring ability led College to many great victories over the
season. He will be remembered in particular for his performances against
Kearsney and Pretoria Boys' as it was his contribution that ensured
victories for the team.

A Whitelaw (KZN Schools U18, centre): He anchored the defence and
led the team in the rebounding count. He is an immensely strong player
who seldom came second in the physical exchanges. He gave everything
he had and helped College dominate in many of the games.

L Nhlabathi (KZN Schools U18, forward): A player blessed with great
athleticism. He started the season trying fo use his physical abilities to
control games, but developed some offensive variety which made him
difficult to contain.

A Nsahlai (KZN Schools U18, Most Improved Player, guard): He was
a player who worked incredibly hard in the off season and made strides
towards being a great scorer. He was a confident player and when in
rhythm there was not much that he could not do on the court.
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M Nzuza (Forward): He is a rugged and robust player whose physical
strength and energy made his contribution telling. With another year in
the first team ahead of him, the best should be yet to come.

N Philli (Forward): He was slightly built for his position but he could
always be counted on to be committed to his task of getting his fair share
of rebounds and put-backs.

J Koppeschaar (Forward): He played with great commitment and
contributed to many rebounds and putbacks.

1st XI

Review by master-in-charge

On arriving back at College after 28 years, it was very rewarding to see
the love for cricket still alive and well. With 27 teams (six open sides,
five U16, six U15, and ten U14 sides) the depth and talent on show
was there for all to witness. The coaching staff is extremely impressive,
with 24 permanent staff, six outside coaches, mostly Old Collegians, and
Inland players assisting all the A teams and 2nd Xl to ensure our coaches
have access to the latest developments in the game and expertise at the
highest level. Doug Watson (Director of Cricket and assisting the st XI)
was at the helm after the departure of Mike Smith to Grey High School.

The A teams did very well with the UT6A side leading the way, but
followed by a struggling U15A side who simply ‘failed to hit their
straps’ due to a disjointed season. The UT4A is an extremely exciting
unit with some quality batsmen and good spin-bowling. Three batsmen
scored hundreds against St Charles in one match as the team amassed
440 for 4, with T Guise-Brown scoring 161 off 122 balls, S van Staden
116 off 56 balls and M Ngcobo 104 off 94 balls. Captain, C Hibbert,

finished off the day with 5 for 32 to give his side a 282 run victory. All
A teams attended Festivals during the Michaelmas holiday — UT4A at
Hilton, UT5A at Affies (traditional Grey High Cricket Festival) and U16A
at Northwood - with some impressive wins from the UT4A and UT6A.

We sadly bade farewell to Doug Watson, the Director of Cricket at
College, who took up an assistant coaching position in New Zealand for
the franchise, Auckland Aces, at the beginning of September. However,
we welcomed Kyle Nipper, ex-Dolphins and current Inland cricketer,
to College in November, as Director of Cricket. He has settled in well,
being an Old Collegian, and has made an immediate impression, putting
structures in place to take College Cricket to the next level.

Bearing in mind most of the cricket played is limited-over cricket, the 14
hundreds and 23 five-wicket hauls, must be put into perspective. The over-
all win ratio as a school is given below.

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The fourth term saw the introduction of the Goldstone’s turf nets, which
are still settling, but are an exciting addition to the College facilities. Due
to many schools not abiding by the agreement of keeping the U16 teams
separate, it made this a term of trying to match strength versus strength
and not really comparing apples with apples in the senior age groups.

Highlights for individuals saw two boys attend the National U16
Talent Acceleration Programme (TAP) camp namely: M Khumalo and
N Nsuntsha. Four boys attended the Dolphins U17 Camp, namely:
A Bradford, J Gengan, J Campbell and M Khumalo. However, the
highlight of the season was the journey of M Khumalo from attending the
South African U17 Camp, where he impressed tremendously, to being
invited to the National U19 camp and eventually being selected for the
SA U19 side to play in a friangular series against England and Namibia
during the December break. He was in a squad of 16 for the World Cup
— to which they take 15 - and he is only in Fourth Form.

Maritzburg College cricket finds itself in a very exciting space, with its
structures cemented, and some real talent coming through the ranks.

Kyle Nipper also has input and shares the latest developments
in the game, so the coaching structures are in place and the future bodes
well.

The fourth term was a mixture of good results and certain disappointments,
but the team can be proud of a season determined by the team dynamic
rather than individual brilliance. The top wickettaker was M Crampton
with 35 wickets, with the top run-scorer being A Bradford with 639 runs.
Centuries by A Bradford, S Steenkamp and B Sherwood were the batting
highlights of the year, with B Sherwood taking 5/42 and D Walden
having the best return of 5/13. There were three boys who earned their
fiftieth caps, namely M Horan, B Sherwood and D Walden, who joined
their captain, S Steenkamp, in this elite group.

Overall, it was a very impressive season, but we need to learn to score
more runs, and once seftled in, we need to go through and finish the
job. Our bowlers need to increase their percentages and learn the art of
patience. However, our fielding was impressive, especially our catching,
on which we prided ourselves, and above all the team dynamic was
superb. For that the captain, S Steenkamp, must take much credit.

My grateful thanks to Kevin Smith - assistant coach, Jason Greef —
biokinetist, Ellie Pryke — manager, Cora Tedder — scorer and legend and
Kyle Nipper, Director of Cricket, for their input. However, it is the unsung
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heroes that need a very special thanks: to Dave Veitch, Ken Hackland
and his team, for always having everything sorfed; and producing
immaculate playing conditions; to Heather Lawson for her puddings
and after-match snacks that increased all our waistlines, Brandon Swart
and Stacey Emerson for organising and running an extremely successful
Michaelmas Week, and last, but by no means least, Nolene Steenkamp
for the Goldstone's teas and Willem for doing the lunches for the parents
and visiting families. This all adds tremendous value and makes the
College cricketing experience what it is.

He was a committed fielder and the heart of
the side. Walden would always step up when required and we all felt in
control when he was on the field.

B Sherwood (large White Badge): He led the attack, opening the
bowling with fire and aggression. Even if he did not get wickets on the
day, he was the reason wickets were falling at the other end. A supreme
athlete who could bowl with pace and get good away-swing with a great
slower ball and bouncer. He was sorely missed in the second half of the
season due to a serious hamstring injury.

Thanks must also go to the
ground staff. If the game was played on Goldstone’s one knew it would
take place and it would be a good wicket.

The season started with a match against Westville. College’s batsman
showed fine form (Noble 60, Pio 55 and Stander 48) in setting a total of
263. A fine display of fast bowling from Elliott (3/16) halted Westville's
charge as they were bowled out for 92, handing College victory by
171 runs. College then defeated St Charles with relative ease, but
were brought down to earth by a good Glenwood bowling aftack in a
hard fought one wicket victory. After the difficulties against Glenwood
the side put together some good performances in both the batting and
bowling departments. A dominant batting performance and some solid
bowling meant that Hilton was beaten with relative ease and Potgieter’s
41 and Ten-Bokkel Huinink’s 5/19 (including a hatirick) saw College
defeat Michaelhouse. Northwood posted a difficult target (219/10) but
College’s batting unit, in particular Potgieter (51) and Renison (63) saw
College pass the total with six wickets down. The final match of the first
term was away against Kearsney. Kearsney batted well and their target
of 262 was too much for us. Despite Pio’s 90 we ended up well short.

The third term started with a match against Glenwood where, despite a
good batting display of 259 all out (Stander 52 and Pio 37), the game
will be remembered for Wattrus's spell of good fast bowling (7 for 22)
that saw Glenwood all out for 87.

This was not enough and Hilton batted well,
passing the score with one wicket down.

College then moved to the Roy Gathorne Oval, where Michaelhouse
batted well to reach 204 for 9. Potgieter dominated the crease with a
solid 79 not out and was well supported by Renison (44) in securing a
well-earned victory. The match against Westville will be remembered for
a ‘never say die’ aftitude from College’s batsmen and the altercation over
two- and four-piece balls.

Teams like this come around very rarely, and | had the privilege of taking
charge of these youngsters, and guiding them through a very successful
year of cricket. This was a very well-balanced team.

In terms of batting, our opening pair of Elam and Todd averaged 47 as a
pair, with four of nine partnerships going past 50, with four fifties and a
century between them. We totalled 17 fifties and a hundred through the
year, and if one had fo pick a slight weakness within the team, it was not
enough people pushing on fo get bigger scores. This again, is a very nice
problem to have as a coach.

Our two captains, Dyer and van der Walt, were exemplary with the bat,
with Dyer averaging 48 and van der Walt 74. In the few times we were
in trouble, our lower order contributed immensely, with Fortmann and
Khumalo chipping in with crucial runs.

In the bowling department, we had Khumalo bowling exiremely quickly
in the first term, tearing opposition line-ups apart, and his partnership
with Zunckel was fearsome. There were two more relentlessly accurate
medium pace bowlers, a left arm seamer, a leg spinner and two off
spinners available at any given stage. It was offen tough to find overs
for all the bowlers to bowl, as the few given the opportunity did the job.

Highlights of the year must include chasing down 254 in 42 overs against
Kearsney on their main oval, van der Walt contributing with 87 not out.
Another was scoring 378 against Westville including a special 110 by
Todd. Our festival over Michaelmas was a very exciting tour, losing to
Grey College by one run in a T20, and then bouncing back with three
T20 wins following that over Northwood, Jeppe and Grantleigh 1st XI.

The culture within the team has allowed for the boys to develop into
smart, thinking cricketers. They have been a team that finds ways to
win matches, regardless of the opposition or circumstances. Winning is
a habit, and these boys live by those words. Maritzburg College 1st XI
should be in a very positive place for the next two years at least, with the
attitude, skill and spirit with which these boys play.

Player Critique:

T Elam: A solid opening batsman, he averaged almost 30 with the bat.
He had a somewhat frustrating time with his bat, getting himself into the
20s in fen of his thirteen innings, only converting it into one 50+ score.
He was also a strike bowler with his wily leg spin, taking 22 wickets at
an average below 17. His doggedness will stand him in good stead in
his cricketing career.

A Todd: He started the year a timid batsman, not able to get the ball off
the square, batting for long periods, but not scoring many runs. He scored
two fifties at the end of the first term, which kick-started his confidence,
as well as a much more positive mind-set towards scoring runs. He came
into the second half of the season having grown physically and with a
new sense of maturity. He finished the year with 453 runs at an average
above 30, including three fifties, and a very special hundred against
Westville. | am very excited to see what he can produce in the big step
up fo the open age group next year.

J van der Walt (captain term 4): He led the team very well in the
second half of the year, after returning from a stint in the first team. He
took what he had learned there, and came into the team desperate
to prove himself again. His determination and fight was something to
behold, and he finished the year as the top run scorer with 520 runs,
including six fiffies in only ten innings.

D Dyer (captain term 1): A clean striking, very strong top order batsman.
He had a frustrating start to the year, getting in and out in the thirties too
often. His talent however was too much for that o last, and upon a call up
to the first team, he scored a fifty on debut. His captaincy in the first term
deserves much praise, and showed his touch for the game is very strong.

Cricket is a game where one can easily get caught up in focusing on
results and figures. When one looks at U14s, the most imporfant aspect
is that these young cricketers are learning and improving and that they
continve to develop a hunger for the game. This UT4A cricket team
of 2017 certainly did all of that. They were talented, driven, and had
learned a great deal about the game and their own abilities by the
end of the season. The true strength of the team was that every week,
there were a few boys that put their hand up and produced a match
winning performance or two, which was what often separated us from
our opponents.

The season started with the team displaying a good run of form as we
remained unbeaten at the end of the first term. The term included three
convincing limited over wins and three declaration matches which all
ended in draws. The first term is always a time where combinations are
tested and boys are given a chance to prove themselves in their various
roles. Two notable achievements were S van Staden’s inaugural century
against Hilton and M Laithwaite's six wickets against Kearsney.

After a long winter break, the team regrouped and had two matches
before the annual Hilton College Festival. We recorded a convincing
win against Glenwood and in the match versus Kearsney, which would
eventually be rained out, we had a top order collapse which was unusual
for this team. It was a great opportunity for our lower order batsmen and
Guise-Brown played a magnificent knock and went to his 100 off the
second-to-last ball of the innings.

The tour up to the Hilton Cricket Festival in the third term holidays is
always a worthwhile experience, playing some of the best cricketing
schools from around the country. The team did their school proud as
they claimed a convincing 165 run win over Rondebosch, which saw
van Staden reach his second hundred of the year, and an emphatic nine
wicket win over St John’s where J] Walden scored a run-a-ball, 57. The
game that would be remembered with least fondness by the team was
against St Stithians. We only managed to post a score of 137 which
was always going to be hard to defend. This provided a true test for the
bowlers who gave it their best effort. If it were not for a dropped catch
or two we may have been able to defend it, with Saints only reaching
the total in the 48th over. It was a good effort nonetheless and the team
showed true College fight which would help them in matches to come.

Returning in the fourth term, solid wins over Hilton and Michaelhouse
were achieved in the return matches. Against a strong Michaelhouse
outfit, with only 177 runs on the board, one of the best opening spells
| have seen in U14 cricket ensued, with K McKean taking 5/17. The
bowlers decimated the Michaelhouse batting line-up and bowled them
out for 120. There was a hunger and determination in the team that day
that only learning from previous mistakes, and possibly the feeling of
losing, can produce.

One of the standout moments in the season was our match against
St Charles. After not playing on Snow’s for eight matches, College
returned with a bang, posting 440/4 in their 50 overs. The innings had
three centurions: M Ngcobo, with 104 off 94 balls; T Guise-Brown, with
his second hundred of the season, scored 161 off 122 balls as he batted
from the fifth over until the last; and van Staden devastated the St Charles
attack as he hit the ball all around the field, reaching his third century of
the season, with a quick fire 116 off 57 balls. C Hibbert took 5/32 as
College bowled St Charles out cheaply for 158, winning by 282 runs.

The season ended with a disappointing result against Clifton in a T20.
Chasing a mere 96 runs proved fo be too difficult as poor decisions let
the team down. Some vital cricket lessons were learned in this.

This team of highly talented and strong individuals was a pleasure to
coach as they ploughed effort and energy into every practice. They have
a hunger to learn and develop their cricketing ability. The team was ably
led by K Gace in the first half and C Hibbert in the second half of the
season. There is much ahead for these players and | am confident there
will be more KZN Inland selections and big milestones achieved from this
group next year and in the future.

Player Critique:

C Hibbert (captain — fourth term, lefthand bat, rightarm offspin): A
motivated and hard-working cricketer who showed enthusiasm at all
times whilst on the field. He took over the captaincy in the second half
of the season and his leadership grew throughout the term. He struggled
with consistency with the bat, but was a very consistent bowler who got
the ball to turn and bounce as he dried up the opposition runs and took
many wickets.
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K Gace (captain - first term, rightarm medium, righthand bat): He did
well opening the batting and playing a vital role in laying a platform
for others to bat later on in the innings. He played some match winning
innings. His medium pace was consistent and was called on many times
to slow the run rate, which he did well.

M Ngcobo (KZN Inland U135, righthand bat, rightarm off-spin): A
fearless cricketer who took the challenge of opening the batting head on
and worked hard through the season to improve on his technique. When
he played to his strengths he was a joy to watch, hitting bowlers with
power all around the park. He had a few opportunities with the ball and
proved that he can bowl consistent off-spin.

S-L van Staden (righthand bat, wicketkeeper): Everything you would
want in a number four batsman. He is technically sound and a consistent
batsman who applied himself well at the crease. He was able to bat at a
run-a-ball, and faster, or take his time and work hard for his runs when it
was more difficult. He was tidy behind the stumps, taking many catches
and lightning quick stumpings, and saved many runs down the leg side.
He must continue to work at his wicketkeeping as he relied on his natural

ability.

T Guise-Brown [righthand bat): The hardest working cricketer | have
ever coached. His aftention to detail and the high standard which he
sets for himself will hold him in good stead for the future. He earned
his promotion up the order to number three and when he batted with
confidence and patience he showed his true class.

S Delport (righthand bat): A solid batsman who strikes the ball well and
consistently made runs, but struggled to kick on and turn them into big
innings. This will come with maturity in his shot selection and as he plays
more fowards his strengths. He sometimes takes a while to get going
when he arrives at the crease and must learn to rotate strike and not get
bogged down.

K McKean (rightarm medium, righthand bat]: An allrounder who
showed consistency throughout the season. He got the most out of the
new ball as he swung it away from the righthander and often tied down
an end as well as picking up some early wickets. A competent batsman
who played the lower-order role well, finishing off a few innings with
some big hits.

J Walden (rightarm medium, righthand bat): An impressive all-rounder
whose ability improved during the season. He lacked consistency with
his line and length and therefore was sometimes expensive, but when he
hit his areas he was a very tricky bowler to face. He was a power-hitter
and finished off innings well. He was adept in the field and brought lots
of pressure as a run stopper.

L Gasa (right-arm fast]: A very efficient and clean action allowed him to
generate good pace and bounce. He headed up the attack with the new
ball and made opening batsmen very uncomfortable at the crease. He is
a threatening bowler who took wickets at crucial stages in matches. Injury
brought an earlier end to the season than he would have liked,

M Laithwaite (right-arm leg-spin): As with many leg-spinners, he was a
confidence player. When his tail was up, he was devastating and he could
make light work of the opposition’s batting order. He was economical for
a leg-spinner and took many important wickets, especially finishing off
the tail. His variation confused many batsmen and he finished the season
as the top wicket taker.

M Hlatshwayo (leftarm orthodox): He had a very strong first half of
the season and was comfortably the most improved and most valuable
bowler in the team. The second half of the season was disappointing for
him as he lacked consistency and struggled with his rhythm. He has the
ability to clear the boundary with the bat and make a solid contribution
at the end of an innings.

Review by the master-in-charge

In 2017 College fielded 20 hockey teams - six open teams, eight U16
teams and six U14 teams. This meant we had approximately 280 boys
playing hockey every week which makes us one of, if not the biggest,
hockey school in the country. College played a ftotal of 208 games
winning 136 of them, drawing 28 and losing 44. This equates to a 65%
win ratio and it must be stated that a number of the losses (12) occurred
on a stagger where lower College teams played higher opposition. The
U14C team must be commended on their unbeaten season.

Mr Brandon Swart returned to College as Director of Hockey in 2017
and took over the reins as 1st Xl coach. Our 1st XI had another very
successful season, losing just one match, and achieved some emphatic
wins on Pape'’s as they played an exciting brand of hockey. The highlight
of the year was the 1st XI Hockey tour to Germany and Holland in April
which was an experience the boys will never forget. There was a good
balance of sightseeing and quality hockey which saw the 1st XI remain
unbeaten on tour, only losing in a penalty shootout in the tournament
in which we participated. We played some well-established clubs and
schools and the team rose to the challenge and proved that Maritzburg
College can compete in the global arena. The 1st XI finished the season,
for the fourth time in as many years, as the number one ranked school in
the country according to the SA Schools Ranking System.

In 2017 College continued to dominate the KZN Inland selections and
supplied the KZN Inland Hockey teams with 40% of the players. A
total of 35 College hockey players played in the 2017 Inter Provincial
Tournaments (IPT). We also had four boys playing for the KZN U14 Team
who won a bronze medal at the IPT. At the conclusion of the U18 IPT,
B Sherwood was named as Player of the Tournament and was also the
top goal-scorer, an exceptional achievement.

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1st XI

The 2017 1st XI Hockey team enjoyed a memorable year for a variety
of reasons — good results, strong provincial and national representation
and, the highlight, a tour to Europe Tour at the beginning of the season.

There was no doubt that the 2017 team was talented and had the
potential to produce a very high standard and to be one of the stand-
out teams the ‘Red Army’ of College Hockey had produced for a while.
Looking back over the season, the team certainly lived up fo its potential
and enjoyed a stellar season.

The season in numbers:

The team played 20 games, winning 16, drawing three and losing one.

Fiffeen players were selected to either the KZN Inland UT18A or B teams
and attended the National IPT in July.

The season opener against arch-rival Grey College on Pape’s was a sign
of the positive things to come for this team. The final score of 5-1 in the
favour of College was a sound platform from which to build.

College had never toured Europe before and certainly did not know what
to expect from these hockey-rich nations. However, the lads acquitted
themselves very well and won all their games except one. Ironically, they
lost to Hilton College in the HDM Festival in The Hague. (The tour report
and photos are included elsewhere in the magazine.)

The highlights of the season were comprehensive wins against Hilton
College (4-0) away from home and the double win, home and away,
against our traditional rivals PBHS (2-1; 2-1), a new record win against
DHS (13-0) and a drubbing of another KZN powerhouse, Westville (8-
3). The only normal loss in the season came away at Kearsney (0-2).
Credit must be given to Kearsney for their game-plan which worked well.
They defended deep, absorbing loads of pressure and looked to catch
College on the counter-attack, which they did twice. Despite relentless
attack, College simply could not find the net and conceded the game.
Disappointing draws against KES and Northwood were recorded in
a patchy middle period of the season where some complacency and
quality goalkeeping kept the wins away from College.

There were many times this season when this team played sublime hockey
that was entertaining to watch and produced some spectacular goals.
With a team so talented, it is important to ensure that it achieves not just
results, but a brand and style of hockey befitting its talent. For the 1st XI
this year, that objective was certainly achieved.

Player Critiques:

B Sherwood (captain, SA U18A, KZN Inland U18A, Honours,
midfielder/striker): A pure allround player. A crafty goforward
midfielder with deft hands and a strong finisher. He has a strong presence
on the ball and great set-up abilities. His ability to create opportunities
and threatening moments is his strength. He was the top goal scorer in
the team. As captain, he always led by example.

A Ndlovu (vice-captain, Honours, defender): A senior player in the
side, and, as an U19 player, he was not eligible for national or provincial
selection. As an outside half he has great ability to create strong build-up
opportunities and is very able in one-on-one situations. He is also a strong
defensive midfielder. A natural and classy player, he was a formidable
member of the team.

S Ngcongo (KZN Inland U16B, goalkeeper): A young player, only 16,
who had big strides to make at the start of the season. He improved
immensely as the season progressed and became a dependable
goalkeeper. He still has much work to do, and with the benefit of two
seasons still ahead, he has the ability to become a valuable player.

M Horan (SA U18A, KZN Inland UT8A, Honours, defender): A strong
and very able defender, he was the mainstay of the defensive unit. He
is very good in his ability to read and break down advancing attacks,
as well as in distributing and sefting up attacking plays for the team. A
dependable and committed player, he was one of the first on the team-
sheet.

S Steenkamp (KZN Inland U18B, Colours and Scarf, defender): A
versatile defender who is able to play both in the centre and on the
outside of defence. He is a calm and steady player who reads the game
well and has a positive impact on those around him. He has an astute
mind, applies himself to the game and the situation, and is a positive
vocal player in the defensive unit.

Whilst he
experienced mixed periods during the season, he improved significantly
as the season went on. Strong on distribution, he provides many options.
He returns in 2018 and will play a major role in the team.

C Hollaway (KZN Inland U18B, Colours and Scarf, defender): A
valuable defender who specialises in the outside positions. He runs the
ball well and has a good eye for the building attack. He plays with
a calm demeanour and improved significantly over the season. As a
returning player in 2018, he will play a significant role in the team.

A Bradford (KZN Inland U18B, Colours and Scarf, midfielder): A very
talented player who is most comfortable in the defensive and distributive
role. He had a difficult start to the season, but his ability to keep the game
simple and move the ball with ease made him an asset to the team. By
the end of the season he had become invaluable in the starting XI. He
was most deserving of the award for the Most Improved Player over the
season. Returning in 2018, he will play a major role in the team.

J Campbell (SA U18A, KZN Inland UT8A, Honours, midfielder/
striker): A versatile player who could play in both the midfield and striker
lines. He is a hardworking player who is very busy on the field. His
unparalleled work rate made him a very valuable player. His good read
of the game allowed him to often ‘play’ other players into the game and
set up valuable attacks on the circle. Returning in 2018, he will be a key
player in the team.

He was most comfortable in
keeping it simple in the final third of the field and was on hand to score
some very good goals during the season. A high work-rate and drive
to improve ensure that he always strives to be at his best. He enjoyed a
good provincial tournament gaining him national selection.

A Glutz (KZN Inland U18B, Colours and Scarf, striker): A hard-working
striker who always gave his best for the team.

The fixture list included many of the top schools in the country and once
again, at Tst team level, we played both Grey’s (Grey High School and
Grey College). The rugby division catered for well over 400 boys during
the year, consistently providing 10 open teams, six U16 teams, six U15
teams and five U14 teams. We are always hearing from other schools
how their rugby numbers are diminishing and yet, for the last three years,
College rugby has continued to increase in numbers. This is an indication
of all the hard work being done by the coaches and staff at the school. It
does pose problems regarding opposition for some of the teams, but this
is something we are happy to deal with.

Our coaches once again outdid themselves and were a pleasure to work
with. The enthusiasm and passion for the sport is evident amongst this
great group of men. With the modern game demanding so much change
and extra work it was good to see the coaches embracing new strategies
and structures to ensure College rugby continues to grow. Well done,
gentlemen.

The Easter Festivals around the couniry were well attended by College
teams. For the first time in many years we had as many as six squads
competing at varying levels. In 2018 we will take this number to seven
to ensure that as many boys as possible enjoy the opportunity to create
the lifelong memories associated with rugby tours. The Tst XV travelled to
St Stithians, 2nd XV to Vryheid, UT6A to Jeppe, U15A to Affies, U15B to
Northwood and the UT4A to Fichardt Park in Bloemfontein.

The season had some really memorable days where the teams performed
brilliantly. Against Michaelhouse and Westville the rugby division went
unbeaten and on other occasions only lost a single game such as against
DHS and Northwood. Many of the losses registered by our teams were
on the ‘stagger’ where lower teams had to play higher teams from other
schools. The boys continue to battle against Grey College and Affies
but there is hard work afoot to ensure that these results are reversed in
the near future. College played 150 games against KZN opposition,
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winning 117, losing 29 and drawing four. Of the 29 losses, eight were
on stagger. This gives a very high win ratio of close to 80%. Unfortunately,
our out-of-province results were incomplete with history being made for
all the wrong reasons. KES were down as our last fixture for the year and
their teams were already on the buses on the Friday morning when all
matches were called off. A fire at the local rubbish dump was threatening
the town and the Department of Education made the call to avoid any
fallout from the toxic smoke. This was devastating for the boys as for
many it was the last time they would be donning the precious College
jersey. Certainly a first for many.

The 1st team of 2017 promised much after a very good start against
top opposition at St Stithians. The style of rugby they were playing was
great to watch and they looked to be a tough nut to crack. Unfortunately,
injuries affected the team’s momentum and then became a huge problem.

Unfortunately,
it resulted in a poor season based solely on results but also produced
some brilliant highlights such as the demolition of the strong Westville
and Hilton teams.

for their tremendous support and assistance in Maritzburg College rugby.

The Midlands Referees’ Society provided a large number of the referees
for our home games and offer an invaluable service to the school.
