From the College Archives

124 Years Ago
Extract from school magazine #4 - September 1900

The reappearance of the College Magazine after a long lapse, will be hailed
with delight by every past and present member of the school.

On the 2nd of November, we were dispossessed by the Imperial authorities
for hospital purposes, for which the College buildings were admirably
adapted. A futile attempt was made to teach in tabernacles till Christmas,
but in February of the present year, thanks to the good offices of the
Minister of Education, himself an old High School boy, the new Native High
Court was available for the holding of the day school, and collapse was
averted. The school has re-opened this month with more signs of vitality
than ever—nearly a hundred all told, thirty of whom are boarders.

Colonel Rawson, C.R.E., has kindly gifted the Sentry Box at the main
entrance, College Road, as a memento of the military occupation, and
the Headmaster intends to place a mural brass in the Victoria Hall to
commemorate the fact of Her Majesty’s sick and wounded soldiers being
housed there during the war.

Interestingly, or perhaps serendipitously, this plaque was unveiled on
22 January 1901, the 22nd anniversary of the battle of Isandlwana and the
date of Queen Victoria's death. [Ed]

Because of
increased costs, the new estimate is £5 700, and it was at first feared that
the baths might have to be smaller than 100 feet by 75 feet. The province,
fortunately, has agreed to pay £2 850, and, since we have £2 100 on hand,
we must raise a further £750. To do this, it is suggested:

(a) that every boy in the school make himself responsible for collecting £2,
and

(b) that an appeal be made to Old Boys for the money.

May | add
my welcome to this special day of celebration. We have two ceremonies
at College which laud academic achievements, namely Prize-giving and
Speech Day, but today’s function enables us to honour the boys who have
excelled on the sports field and culturally.

In 2024 we experienced a successful and memorable series of events
in the areas of sport and culture. On the cultural front, our Director of
Performing Arts & Cultural Affairs, Mrs Kamany Thaver, along with the
wonderful support of Messrs Patrick Harty and Jonathon Orton staged
the Shakespearean play Comedy of Errors and the magnificent Gilbert
and Sullivan operetta The Pirates of Penzance to appreciative audiences.
Further to this we had our annual inter-house drama productions and the
Afrikaans Society production. Drama is certainly alive and well at College.

We continued with our inter-school cultural exchanges with Affies and PBHS
(both home and away), including the choirs and jazz band, which involved
almost 850 boys. Our debaters continued to do well by making the finals
of the Midlands league and one of our boys was selected to represent
South Africa overseas. Our Interact Club continues to do sterling work in
the community with several outreach initiatives. The year will conclude with
the annual Christmas Carol Service at One Life in collaboration with GHS
and hopefully one or two of our key feeder schools.

On the sporting front, a significant number of our boys and teams have
excelled at international, national and provincial level. These details will
be chronicled in the Headmaster's Addendum which will be available on
Speech Day at the start of next term.

e Our 1st soccer team won two trophies this year, namely the Raw and
Cowie Cups, and are currently ranked No 1 in SA

e Our athletics team has won the Aquellé series for the second year in a
row

¢ Our basketball 1st team won the Jenny Orchard Invitational Tournament
and are currently ranked second in SA

® Our 1st XV is ranked 18th with all our other age groups in the top 20
e Our 1st Xl cricket are ranked in the top 20

¢ Our hockey teams remain among the best in the country, with all teams
ranked in the top 20

e Our cyclists continue to excel as do our canoeists, and several of our
swimmers excelled at national and international level.

Because of the many successes of our boys, it is very easy to talk about
highlights, however the fundamental nature of involvement in co-curricular
activity will always be the ongoing week-by-week commitment of our boys,
to activities which will broaden and enrich their experience of life and
enhance their personal development.

At College we would like to attribute these successes largely to the core
values and beliefs — such as the five pillars of the school instilled in them
while in the corridors, classrooms, on the sport fields and on the stage that
is College and thereafter the Maritzburg College Old Boys' Association.

Our cultural activities - music, drama, art and more — inspire
creativity, self-expression and empathy. They bring us joy, comfort and a
sense of belonging.

Address by Head Prefect, C Robinson

Good day Dr Luman, Mr Watt, special guests, staff, and most importantly,
Men of College — my brothers.

Brother is a term used to describe someone who is a part of your family. To
me, each one of you gentlemen seated here today is a part of my family.
You are my brothers. My brothers who | would kill for, my brothers who
| ' would die for and most importantly my brothers who | would cry for.
Whether you are Keppler in Second Form or Khubeka in Sixth Form, you
are a part of my family.

Now, if | were to go back a few years and even allude to a Sixth Former
being related in any way shape or form to a Second Former, | would be
crucified. But what these men of the past fail to realise is that everyone at
College, whether it be staff or boy, falls under the Jimeloyo: the College
mndeni, the College familie, the College family.

But as all families tend to do, we may fight with one another and even at
times we may want to kill each other but ultimately, we love one another
and if anyone were to mess with one of us, they would have to face 1300
boys. Like when the first team plays on Pape’s Astro or Goldstone’s, the
opposition is not facing a team of 15 or 11 boys, but rather an army of 1300

Yes, we may be leaving these great brick walls, but the lessons we learned,
the memories we made, and the brotherhood we forged will remain with
us forever.

During this five-year journey, we have watched each other grow. From
screaming our lungs out for the first team on a Saturday on Basher Ridge, to
us being the ones shouted for by the boys. From us fearing higher Formers,
to us being respected by the lower Formers, and finally from us starting
a new chapter in our lives with ‘Borver Week’, to us ending this chapter
having arrived, ending our College career.

And as we stand at the precipice of our high school careers, we look down
into the abyss of the unknown. The future. But we do not fear, as in the back
of our minds we remember the street: College Road, the place where our
brotherhood was born. Our home.

Address by the Guest of Honour, Mr Kelvin Watt

Good morning to the Headmaster, staff, members of the SGB, parents,
students, fellow Old Boys, and most importantly, the matriculants of
Maritzburg College 2024.

The most recent data from
the research actioned at the end of 2024 will be shared and communicated
in March when Professor Cummins visits us again, and we discuss the way
forward.

I would like to share a few words of wisdom and encouragement with you
for the road that lies ahead and your personal wellness. Many of you may
not be familiar with Robin Sharma, the Canadian author, one of the world's
leading authorities on leadership, a motivational speaker and an expert
on personal development. | recently read his book ‘The 5am Club’ and he
makes several very pertinent points. Most folk that | know are not part of
this club, and they prefer to lie in and enjoy a few more hours of shut eye.
Teenage boys are notorious for sleeping in late and generally struggle to
get up at 7am, never mind 5am. One needs 7-9 hours' sleep each night
to be well rested, but since the advent of the internet and devices, this is
not always possible and may be almost impossible. There are too many
distractions. Serious, stringent self-discipline is required.

I have conducted my own straw polls over the years into this and | always
ask our top performing boys about routines and study schedules. Many of
them belong to the 5am club and perhaps this is their secret to success?
So why the need for you to be part of the 5am club provided you have
had the required hours of sleep? The key benefits are improved mental
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clarity and focus, increased productivity, enhanced creativity and better
time management. Waking up early allows you to start your day with a
clear mind, making it easier to focus on your daily chores and goals. You
get a head start on the day, allowing you to accomplish more before the
distractions and interruptions. This is a good time for creative thinking and
problem-solving. The time allows you to prioritise tasks and manage time
more effectively.

How do you build this routine into your daily routine?

e Establish a consistent sleep routine ensuring whereby you get 7-9 hours
a night

e Avoid screens for at least an hour before bedtime as the blue light
emitted can interfere with your sleep

e Setan alarm and establish a consistent wake-up routine

e Exercise for 20-30 minutes. Many of you are doing this already as you are
part of High-Performance Groups - it will get your blood pumping and
energise your body

e Personal growth time (20-30 minutes) - read, reflect, pray or practice
mindfulness

e Plan and prioritise your day (10-15minutes) - review work completed /
test, review schedule, set goals and prioritise

¢ Be flexible - don't be too hard on yourself if you miss a day or two

e Focus on establishing a consistent routine and making progress over
time.

By following these few key pointers and adapting them to your lifestyle,
you can develop a routine that sets you up for success and helps you to
realise your goals.

Focus on your personal development, it is part of the journey that we
all undertake. Embrace College's core values and credo, and those that
particularly resonate with you, and let them continue to guide you on
this journey to success. South Africa needs compassionate, strong and
principled young men and women as future leaders. Believe in your ability
to make a positive impact and never underestimate your influence on those
around you.

In conclusion, today we have gathered to celebrate the excellent results
of our most academically competent and hardworking boys. You and your
parents can feel collectively proud of these achievements. Those of you
receiving awards today have certainly seized your opportunities and have
earned our admiration and respect. To excel at school takes determination,
effort and a positive attitude. To all prize-winners, congratulations on your
success.

Her dedication was evident in her efforts to assist junior learners
with extra lessons after school. We welcomed back Mrs Mantle, who
returned to Maritzburg College after eight years at St Anne’s Diocesan
School. Her expertise greatly enhanced the Afrikaans Academic Enrichment
programme, which catered to Second to Fifth Form pupils requiring
additional support in the subject.

This year also saw the arrival of enthusiastic young teachers who brought
fresh energy and innovative initiatives to our classrooms. One such teacher,
Mr Sean Eva, made remarkable contributions to promoting Afrikaans
culture. In September, he directed his first Afrikaans play, Die Drie Varkies,
and enrolled eight junior pupils in the ATKV Digi-Gedigte competition in
the Afrikaans First Additional Language category for Grade 8 and 9 learners.
We are delighted to report that two pupils, A Madlala and J Badenhorst,
achieved A+ grades, five earned A grades, and one received a B+. These
achievements reflect the dedication and talent of our pupils and teachers.

The Senior Afrikaans Olympiad in May featured 14 participants, with
notable performances by J van Huyssteen (82%) and L Dreyer (85%).

In August, Maritzburg College hosted the External Oral Moderation for
Afrikaans. One matric learner from each class was selected to represent
the school.

Computer Applications Technology (CAT)

Computer Applications Technology (CAT) has invaded almost every sphere
of our lives, and it is, therefore, inevitable that it would feature as a major
component of education.

Computer Applications Technology is the study of the integrated
components of a computer system (hardware and software) and the
practical techniques for their efficient use and application to solve everyday
problems. The solutions to problems are designed, managed and processed
via end-user applications and communicated using appropriate information

and communication technologies (ICTs). ICTs are the combination of
networks, hardware and software as well as the means of communication,
collaboration and engagement that enable the processing, management
and exchange of data, information and knowledge.

CAT is considered a 3-year curriculum, and unlike some other learning areas,
each year builds on the previous one, and the skills required are cumulative.
There are pupils who change to CAT at the end of Fourth Form, and they
do find it difficult. It is therefore imperative that they choose their subjects
carefully at the beginning of Fourth Form. It is also important that learners
have a computer on which to work at home to complete any practical
tasks and to re-enforce skills learned during class. Various resources and
materials are readily available for the boys on Teams and Moodle.

Our 2024 matric results boasted a 100% pass rate with three students
obtaining an A symbol. The many hours of studying resulted in pleasing
results.

Department as we reflect on an inspiring year in 2024, marked by
collaboration, resilience and creativity.

The beginning of 2024 saw our Drama pupils diving back into the vibrant
world of performance. The Second Form classes eagerly engaged in
ensemble work, exploring the intricate dynamics of teamwork through the
classic dramatic forms of verbal dynamics, choral poetry and storytelling.
This experience fostered their performance skills and their ability to listen,
share points of view, negotiate and communicate effectively. The Third
Form classes explored Feasts and Festivals and enjoyed the challenge
of performing Shakespearean monologues as well as creating radio
commercials. These activities allowed the boys to further develop their
group work skills.

The status of Dramatic Arts as an eighth subject continues to gain
momentum, with the 2024 intake showing remarkable enthusiasm and
dedication. Our pupils are embracing the rigorous syllabus demands, and
their hard work is reflected in their outstanding results. We are excited
about the potential of this dedicated cohort.

The National Senior Certificate (NSC) Performance and Theory exams again
demanded a high level of creativity and critical thinking from our boys this
year. They presented thought-provoking theme-programmes in which they
explored mature content with intelligence and sensitivity. The boys were
encouraged to push their creative and artistic abilities to new heights, and
as a result further enhanced and developed their soft skills that will serve
them well in their future endeavours. The Dramatic Arts Department is
extremely proud of the NSC results produced by the Sixth Form class of
2024. The class achieved 9 distinctions (53% of the class) and attained an
average of 78.2%. A Matshoboza topped the class with an overall result
of 92%.

Our Sixth Formers were
inspired by the performances that sparked innovative ideas for their own
work. We believe that having done so, the boys were better equipped to
manage the final theory examination with confidence.

Economics

The year 2024 was just as successful as previous years for the Economics
Department. The year has seen the subject grow. With the departure of
the experienced of Mr Zuma in January 2024, we welcomed Mrs M Pillay,
an experienced teacher to our Economics team. Central to the success of
the department was the commitment and collegiality of the staff, namely
Mr N Pillay, Mrs N Singh and Mrs M Pillay. Special thanks to Mr S Mazibuko
who substituted for Mr Zuma in the first term.

Academically, our performance was better when compared with 2023. Of
the 48 pupils who wrote the NSC examination, 15 boys achieved A symbols,
and 12 boys achieved B symbols. This translates to more than 50% of the
learners achieving above 70%. Overall, the results were commendable
when compared to the other subjects. The average mark was 71% which
was very encouraging and compared favourably with our performances
over the years. Six pupils attained more than 90%, with J Werth achieving
98%. These results placed Maritzburg College among the best performing
schools in the district and province.

The JSE Schools Challenge is a game in which students from Grades
8 to 12 learn about the stock exchange, the economy and have a ‘real
world" experience of share trading. The aim of the challenge is to educate,
encourage and allow the youth of South Africa to understand the JSE
and its role in wealth generation. Each team of four members is given
R1000 000,00 in virtual money to invest on the stock exchange to produce
the highest growth.

This year 22,000 students from across the country participated. Over the
years College has been very successful in the challenge. Team Alpha Q,
comprising of E Hamadziripi, J Maharaj, S Redlinghuys and M Greef won
the Equity Portfolio for the month of August. Each member of the team
won R500.

College’s Sixth Form pupils participated for the second time in the Reserve
Bank Challenge. The team had to examine economic data during the year
and then present a monetary policy committee report to the Reserve Bank
in which they explained the reasons for their decision to increase, decrease
or keep the repo rate unchanged. The team presented an excellent report
and received positive feedback, but unfortunately did not progress to the
finals.

This was the fifth year of the Economics Proverto Olympiad. A Akoonjee
(Fifth Form) achieved 100% in the second round. He was placed third
nationally over the two rounds because of a tie among a few learners. He
received a special certificate and cash voucher for R500. C Mundell (Fifth
Form) also produced commendable results, achieving 77% in Accounting
and 97% Economics.

The Fifth Form Economics Tour in 2024 to Johannesburg/Pretoria was a
resounding success. Twenty young men made the trip and gained valuable
exposure to the world of business and received practical advice from
prominent business leaders about career opportunities.

Engineering Graphics & Design (EGD)

Engineering Graphics and Design is a graphical language used to convey
ideas, thoughts and design. The emphasis in this subject is to teach pupils
to draw within the context of Civil, Electrical and Mechanical Engineering.
The curriculum ensures that they are exposed to the fundamentals of
drawing and, in recent times, they are introduced to CAD (computer-aided
design) drawing which is not, at this stage, part of the examinable content
taught.

While the subject content is quite difficult, we are fortunate to have the
calibre of boys who thrive on a challenge. College is recognised as a school
that is a big contributor to the success of the subject in the Department
of Education and in the NSC examinations. Our results have always been
amongst the best in the country. 25% of our learners achieved a distinction
pass in EGD in the NSC examinations.

The success we achieve in preparing our boys for the career of their
choice in the various fields of Engineering and related fields is testament
to the quality of teaching in the classroom. Our teachers are constantly
challenging themselves to ensure that they are at the peak of the delivery
in the classroom. Our team comprises Mr Lucky Tshabalala, Mr Sheldon
Bosch, Mr Liam Smorfitt and myself.

This year we welcomed Mr Jaco Taljaard to our team. He has proven to
be very knowledgeable in the subject content and he will add value to
our team which will be of great benefit to our boys. He brings a fresh new
perspective coupled with some newer teaching methodology.

Part of the learning experience we offer is to make the content we teach
relative to real life situations. Actual drawing problems are presented in
class with the boys providing a variety of sound solutions.

Our boys are exposed to engineering developments throughout the
world which are incorporated into their classwork. Current events and
newer trends related to the subject are included in the daily teaching
of the subject. Research in technology and engineering always brings a
new dimension to the content taught. Hence, we are always introducing
different and newer perspectives. These new challenges make for some
vibrant class discussions.

Boys who show a flair for drawing and are excelling in EGD are offered
the opportunity to work with a CAD package. This sparks a fair amount
of interest in the boys. These boys provide their own devices, and they
complete selected drawings on CAD.

3D printing is an ongoing component of EGD. Boys design and print their
own creations with assistance from their teachers.

Renewable and sustainable energy topics are a major part of the content.
Our practical tasks include this as a major component of the design process.
We encourage our pupils to be aware of the impact of negative issues that
affect our environment.

My sincere appreciation and gratitude to my staff and the boys who work so
hard to keep the name of our school and the subject at the forefront in the
DoE. Itis indeed a privilege to work with such a committed team.

English

History

The History Department was saddened to say goodbye to Mr Christopher
Nevay at the end of 2023. Ms Maryke Bailey stepped in as Subject Head,
and she has thoroughly enjoyed her first year in this position. We look
forward to welcoming Mr Simeon Goddard in 2025 who, in addition to his
English classes, will take three junior classes.

The relevance of History was particularly evident this year if we consider both
local and international political events. The Sixth Form History curriculum
focuses on the latter half of the twentieth century. The international history
component examines the Cold War and its effects on Europe, Asia and
Africa and aids in bringing depth to any analysis of current affairs and
the rise of tensions internationally this year. The South African section
considers South Africa from 1967 to 1998. It was exciting to study South
Africa’s transition to democracy between 1967 and 1994 while our national
elections were taking place, and to trace the development, continuities and
radical changes in our political landscape in the last thirty years.

The group of 40 Sixth Form History students worked very hard throughout
the year and their results testify to the success of their efforts. 41% of the
boys attained 70% or higher in their final examinations, with seven boys
achieving distinctions. We are very proud of all the boys.

We were fortunate to be able to take two of our Forms on History outings
this year. Our Fifth Formers considered the role of eugenics and social
engineering in early twentieth century Europe, and we looked at Nazi
Germany as a case study. In the third term they were able to enrich their
knowledge of this era by visiting the Durban Holocaust and Genocide
Museum. The displays and presentations were thought-provoking, and a
highlight was most certainly the scale replica of one of the rooms of the
Annexe in which Anne Frank lived in hiding during the Second World War.

The second organised outing under the guidance of Messrs Marwick and
Orchard reintroduced the Second Form walking tour of Pietermaritzburg
in the third term. The boys visited a variety of sights including the Old
Prison, Garden of Remembrance and Cenotaph. This was exceptionally
well-received by many boys and we thank the parents and guardians for
their positive and supportive feedback of this initiative.

Students explore varied areas such as biodiversity in micro-organisms,
plants and animals, as well as population ecology and human environmental
impact. These challenging areas prepare students for the rigorous content
they will encounter in their final year. Top performers in Fifth Form included
S Naidoo who achieved an impressive 92%, A Akoonjee with 89% and
D Naidoo with 88%.

In Sixth Form, students delve into more specialised topics, focusing on
DNA and genetics, plant and human responses to the environment, and
evolution. We are extremely proud of the 2024 matric class, who achieved
a 100% pass rate in the subject with 10% of the Form achieving A symbols.
Special mention must be made of S Majozi and J Kloppers who each
achieved an outstanding 90% and J van Huyssteen with 89%.

Our success in the department is rooted in a collaborative and supportive
environment. Thanks to the commitment of our dedicated teaching and
support team, Mrs Finnie, Mr Paterson, Mr Stopford, Mr Greying, Mrs Kyle
and Ms Green, who continually inspire and engage our students through
their innovative teaching methods.

Mathematics

The worldwide decline in mathematic literacy and academic achievement
both in Mathematics and literacy among children of school going age is
an urgent issue. This trend can be attributed to several factors, including
outdated teaching techniques, a shortage of educational resources, and
socio-economic barriers that limit access to quality learning. Additionally,
insufficient focus on foundational mathematic skills and a lack of
personalised instruction that adapts to individual learning needs further
compound this problem. Since mathematic literacy is essential for success
in today’s fast-changing world, it is crucial that teachers and parents work
together to implement strategies that strengthen learners’ grasp of math
concepts and improve their overall literacy.

At Maritzburg College, we are deeply aware of these challenges and
have taken proactive steps, in collaboration with other leading KwaZulu-
Natal schools, to address the educational gaps that arose during the
Covid-19 period. This year, College invested heavily in Reflective Learning,
a programme specifically designed for Second and Third Form boys.
Reflective Learning involves a series of short assessments and engaging
activities in both English and Mathematics, helping boys to identify and
address gaps in foundational skills. We are confident that, with the boys’
full participation, this initiative will lead to improved performance across
subjects. We are also grateful for the support of an external sponsor who
has pledged funding to continue this programme next year, giving boys an
extended opportunity to benefit from it.

To support ongoing learning, we implemented shorter, more frequent tests
and tutorials across all grade levels this year. This approach has resulted
in a noticeable shift towards consistent study habits, and we have seen
encouraging results as boys respond with increased effort and dedication.
Well done to the young men for their commitment.

In the FET phase, our top-performing students continue to compete
for the highest results. To assist in their exam preparation, we provided
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online revision videos, which were widely utilised and made a significant
impact on their learmning. Maritzburg College is committed to a balanced,
hybrid education model that integrates academics and sport to develop
well-rounded students. As a result, these videos have allowed boys to
participate in sport and watch the videos in their scheduled study time.

When comparing Sixth Form National Senior Certificate results from 2023
to 2024, we are pleased to report that our matric pass rate went from 96%
to 97,6%. Seventeen boys achieved A symbols and 37 achieved a B.

As part of our partnership with Epoch Optima, we are fortunate to have
four interns in the Mathematics Department who provide valuable teaching
support. The department emphasises mentorship as a critical component in
the professional growth of teachers. It is College’s contribution to teach the
new generation of teachers in their pursuit of excellence.

In closing, we encourage all boys to continue pursuing excellence in
Mathematics, recognising that proficiency in this subject opens doors to
a wide range of career possibilities. With dedication, collaboration and
persistence, we believe our students can reach their full potential and
succeed in the evolving educational landscape.

Mathematics Literacy

The current year has shown steady performance, marked by the successful
achievement of various goals and positive overall results.

The team comprising Mr Ntenezi, Mr Sherriff and Mr Zuma has effectively
engaged students in the Mathematical Literacy curriculum, resulting in
notable academic achievements among the students they have supported.
Throughout the vyear, our team received valuable assistance from
Mr Whatmore, Mr Maharaj and Mr Sparrow. After being ill during 2023,
Mr Zuma returned to continue his sterling work with his pupils in Forms
Four to Six.

A group of 81 students participated in the 2024 National Senior Certificate
Examination, with 12 achieving A symbols and 18 achieving B symbols. The
percentage of students who successfully passed Mathematical Literacy was
96%. The school can be proud of these outstanding results. There is hope
and confidence regarding the expected performance of the matriculants
in 2025.

Looking ahead to 2025, we are confident that things will proceed as
planned. With the increasing number of students enrolling in the course,
we are proactively preparing to ensure that all students can use Microsoft
Teams and have easy access to necessary resources. Additionally, we will
begin providing academic support to those who continue to face challenges
with the material. Even though we have achieved many of the goals that
we had set for this year, there are some which we need to prioritise for the
new year.

Physical Science

who undertook the challenge of two difficult Physical Sciences papers in the
2024 National Senior Certificate Examinations. The boys achieved 11 As
and 19 Bs. These achievements reflect the hard work and commitment of
the pupils and their teachers.

Sincere thanks go to Mrs M Kyle for her tireless efforts in maintaining order
and safety in the science laboratories. Her dedication has been invaluable
both to pupils and staff. A highlight of her work this year was facilitating
the donation of much-needed surplus equipment to schools in the district.

We bid farewell to Mr L Shongwe, who will be joining The Wykeham
Collegiate in 2025. Mr Shongwe began his journey at Maritzburg College
as a student teacher in 2019. Such was the impression he made that this led
to a locum position later that year, which became permanent in 2020. Over
the past five years, he has grown alongside the school community, refining
his teaching skills and inspiring pupils both in Physical Science and Natural
Science. The department is deeply grateful for his contributions and wishes
him every success in the future.

Visual Art

Visual Art is increasingly being recognised by parents as a subject that will
round out their son’s character and give him a unique and valuable set of
tools for the future as a creative thinker, innovator, entrepreneur and leader.
This is specifically because art teaches boys the courage to be vulnerable.
Nowhere was this more evident this year than at the Matric Exhibition
where a number of artists boldly explored new media - painting on unusual
objects, painting with unconventional substances like sunblock, combining
collage, print and paint, using digital art and creating large installations.
Some explored deeply personal themes relating to family and relationships.
All made art that resonated with sincerity and bravery.

Second Formers were taught foundational drawing skills, then challenged
to create sculptures out of soap. The Third Form began with exploring
colour through watercolour painting and then went on to woodcuts which
introduced them to the possibilities of printing.

Fourth Formers studied art from pre-historic times up to the Renaissance.
We climbed up the Kamberg in the Southern Drakensberg to view one of
the most significant Rock Art sites in the world. Self-portraiture using chalk
and charcoal was the focus of the first term. Boys explored style by looking
at San Rock Art, Egyptian and Greek art, and then translated this into figure
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paintings of their own using acrylics. Dry-point intaglio was taught in the
last two terms, when boys chose buildings of significance to themselves,
and then applied their knowledge of composition to create a powerful
message.

Fifth Form art theory looks at European Art from the mid-1700s to the 20th
century, and links this to the art of South Africa. A visit to the excellent
collection of local and international artists at the Tatham Art Gallery
enriched this study. They began the year making landscapes using linocut.
This was followed by a study of the power of the pose to express emotion,
and a resulting oil painting. By the end of the year, boys were able to
choose their own medium and encouraged to disrupt their own practice,
interpreting the theme Movement and Mayhem.

We are very proud of our Sixth Form artists, nine of whom achieved an A in
the National Senior Certificate exams.

So much exciting work has been produced this year, and we look forward
to expanding on this in 2025. We are privileged to have a full complement
of four well-qualified art teachers who are also artists in their own right.

College Museum and Archives

The Maritzburg College museum and archives bid farewell to Mrs Strachan
in April 2024 and Mr Gutteridge took over. We continue to provide an
important service to the broader school community, including current
pupils, parents and the thousands of Old Collegians. We received a
number of queries covering a range of issues, such as when past students
were at College, copies of old team photos and details from magazines.
We had visitors from as far afield as Isle of Man, Charlotte USA, Vancouver
Canada, Aukland New Zealand, and as close as Scottsville and our own
History Department. Reunion Day saw a lot of traffic, and the Marketing
Department often bring visitors through.

The Reunion Weekend in May 2024 was a great success for the museum
and archives. There was significant foot traffic through the museum from
OCs and their families. The Remembrance Day Ceremony was held on
Monday, 11 November 2024. Unfortunately, the inclement weather caused
many people to cancel their visit, but for those who did brave the weather,
an enjoyable ceremony was held in the Memorial Chapel. The theme this
year was the SS Mendi, and we paid tribute to and honoured the 616 Zulu
dead from the South African Native Labour Corps, who were sunk enroute
to France, where they were due to serve as essential labour support to the
ongoing fighting. Mr Mhlongo arranged an ensemble who performed the
death drill, accompanied by a voice-over of the events of that day. The
Headmaster paid tribute to the 31 Old Collegians and staff who perished
in 1917. We proceeded to the World War | memorial for the laying of
the wreaths, by which time most of the rain had cleared. We unveiled
14 plaques on the Wall of Remembrance, four of which honouring fallen
comrades from the Class of 1969. It is heartening to see the number of
people honoured at the Wall of Remembrance.

We had a temporary display commemorating Philip Nel, displaying the
original rugby ball from the 1937 third test against the New Zealand All
Blacks. Also included are Philip Nel's 1st XV photo from 1921, the team
photo of the 1937 Springboks, and excerpts from the school magazine of
1921 and from the relevant page of Jimiloyo-Jil

Work has begun on the Academic Board and thus far, 220 names appear
dating back to 1884 when Cuthbert Moodie was awarded the Home
University Exhibition Scholarship. Data for the Academic Board has come
from For Heath and Home, Old Walls, New Echoes, school magazines and
the admission registers. Progress is being made on this ongoing project,
and next year we would like to call on the College community to provide
any details they may have for inclusion.

We have embarked on a beautification project around the Alan Paton Old
Walls plaque outside the AJ Wiblin Boardroom. The sign describing Alan
Paton’s significant contribution to College and country has already been
resurrected, and we are currently busy with plants and flower beds, which
we hope to clean and spruce up.

The Archives Committee enjoyed a luncheon meeting after the
Remembrance Day Ceremony, and as always, it was a delight to host these
distinguished veterans of the College community. In accordance with the
school’s commitment to recognising distinguished OCs and long-serving
former staff members, the DM Anderson scoreboard was established to
great acclaim on Reunion Day this year, and during the rugby game against
Glenwood the James Hill Memorial Deck was unveiled by his family.

As | reflect on the year, | never forget the privilege | have to offer our College
boys a soft landing space, where they can share their vulnerabilities, in a
world in which society places so much pressure on our teens to thrive at
everything, to do better, to be better, to work harder.

The world faces a mental health pandemic, but no amount of hand
sanitizer, face masks or staying out of public spaces can protect us from this
pandemic. We all soldier on and even try to hide that we are infected or
affected. Why do we do this? Mental health conditions are not something
you can catch like Covid-19. We do not get to choose how we are designed,
and mental health does not discriminate as to who it targets. The stigma of
mental health conditions continues, however, the more we talk about it the
more normal it will become for our young men to speak up, acknowledge
and ask for help.

| am proud of the strides that College has taken this year. During a staff-
driven workshop our male staff courageously encouraged one another to
open up and say, "I am struggling with something, is anyone else?”. It starts
with US as parents of College boys, US as an all-boys school to normalise
that men can talk about their feelings. With all the latest developments in
artificial intelligence, breaking news medical advancements and treatments
for mental health conditions, nothing would work without an authentic
trusting relationship. While the Counselling Department deals with many
pupils with diagnosed mental health conditions, who need medication and
specialised therapeutic intervention, much of the time our focus is also on
being present, allowing the feelings to be accessed in this non-judgmental
space, and allowing our boys to leave feeling a little lighter than they did
before they stepped into the room. Jesse Dog our Furr-therapist, does a
great job of rolling onto his back, belly up, taking a deep breath in and
letting out an exaggerated sigh. The boys and | have had many laughs
over this as we replicate this ritual and feel the relief as the body's nervous
system resets to baseline after a huge, exaggerated SIGH! Try it, try it with
your children, laugh, make memories when we can forget about the world's
expectations for a moment and just be present for that moment.

This year the Counselling Department continued with the Go Green for
mental health initiative during the month of October - world mental
health awareness month. Throughout the month we fundraised for the
PMB Mental Health Society, a non-profit organisation. We raise awareness
of the relevance of mental health matters and how they impact not only
the individual, but also the families of these individuals. We once again
sold green ribbon pins to our boys in their respective day houses which
they proudly wore on their blazers. A Comrade’s Marathon runner and a
social worker from PMB Mental Health Society addressed our boys about
the organisation and where exactly their fund raising goes, in keeping the
organisation afloat. Our Goldstone’s Club moms surprised and impressed
us by baking and donating hundreds of delicious cakes and treats for the Go
Green cake sale, a first this year and an absolute hit with our boys and staff
alike! To end off the month, of course we all went GREEN in our annual 5km
Colour Run around the College estate. All our boys participated, and the
day was a festival of green powder paint.

A number of capital and maintenance projects have been successfully
completed or initiated across the school campus to improve facilities,
enhance learner experience and support ongoing operations.

In the boarding houses, Hudson House saw the completion of a new
prefects’ room and upgrades to one of its dormitories. Nathan House
underwent significant improvements, including the removal of tiles and
floor preparation for new laminate installation in all passages and stairwells,
the addition of a new prefects’ room in Dorm C, newly painted passages,
upgraded lighting and the installation of honours boards and framed
photographs. At Shepstone House lighting has been installed in the foyer,
while Clark House had fitted furniture and wiring removed in preparation for
new study desks. A new common room has been created in both Hudson
and Nathan Houses, alongside the addition of a prefects’ dormitory in
Nathan House. The High-Performance Centre saw the installation of new
solar cables, part of the school’s broader shift towards sustainable energy.
In terms of transport, two new Sprinters were purchased to support sports
and academic logistics.

Around the school, numerous cleaning and refurbishment efforts were
undertaken following the exam period. Desks and chairs were returned to
classrooms, and staff room furniture was professionally cleaned. The carpet
behind the main reception and all classroom windows were thoroughly
cleaned. The Elliott House carpets were washed, and repairs were carried
out on various boarding establishments after the matric marking. Additional
work included moving furniture for staff, installing shelving in the English
book room, waterproofing the Shoppe and kitchen storage roofs, and
replacing cupboards in classrooms Q1A and Q1B.

Grounds maintenance remained a priority, with continuous mowing,
weeding and the fertilisation of Barns, Goldstone's and Snow's. The long
jump pit on Barns was removed and grass planted. Trees across the campus
were professionally trimmed or removed, though this work is ongoing due
to weather delays. Refurbishment of the outdoor basketball backboards
and poles near the NUC Gate was completed, and the obstacle course was
inspected and secured.

Additional major projects include the renovation of the school pool,
construction of the James Hill viewing deck at Goldstone’s, installation
of disabled toilets and new concrete steps at Goldstone’s, and handrails
behind Pape’s dugout. Visitor seating was added by converting tiered
seating at the back of Pape’s, while new dugouts were fabricated and
installed at Goldstone’s. Further upgrades included extended seating at
Pape’s, the painting of all roofs at Goldstone’s and improvements to the
garden and stormwater bridge near the main security hut.

Classroom renovations were completed in the October holidays. Security
infrastructure has been enhanced through CCTV upgrades and the
installation of electric booms at the main entrance, ensuring the continued
safety of the school community.

Information, Communications and Technology

Maritzburg College recognises the critical importance of Information,
Communication and Technology both within our school environment and
the broader community. We have seamlessly integrated technology into
all aspects of the academic curriculum, co-curricular cultural activities
and sporting environments. To support the various needs of the College
community, we offer a number of digital resources.

Maritzburg College offers a comprehensive and well-integrated digital
learning environment to support both students and staff. Wi-Fi access is
available across academic blocks, boarding houses and the Indoor Centre
to ensure constant connectivity. Learners and teachers benefit from the
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use of Moodle, a learner management system that provides access to past
exam papers, PowerPoint presentations, video lesson links, examination
schedules and sporting highlights.

Microsoft Teams plays a central role in classroom management and is
accessible via a range of devices including computers, tablets, iPads and
smartphones. It supports file storage for educational materials, enables
classroom discussions and offers video lessons for students who cannot
attend in person. In addition, it allows for assignment creation and grading
with instant feedback and includes a daily planner to help students
organise their academic activities. Complementing this is the school’s
YouTube channel, which features academic content, sporting highlights
and promotional videos.

The printing needs are met through Papercut, ensuring all students have
reliable access to print resources. The school also boasts three computer
labs equipped with modern technology, alongside full access to Office
365 tools such as OneDrive, OneNote, Word, PowerPoint and Excel. A
robust digital infrastructure supports both computer and mobile devices,
safeguarded by an advanced firewall to protect against inappropriate
content and cyber threats.

Supporting the technological ecosystem is a dedicated IT Support Team
consisting of a Senior Network Administrator, Junior Network Administrator,
IT Development Assistant and a TechSquad that provides assistance to
staff and students. Professional development is prioritised, with regular
training sessions for teachers on integrating technology into their lessons.
Additional resources include a student and parent portal via the Edana app,
and a digital library offering online access to a range of magazines and
newspapers.

Looking ahead, the 2025 academic year will see the introduction of
netbook classes for all Second and Third Form students. This initiative will
be supported by a hybrid teaching model designed to enhance learning,
promote digital literacy, and equip learners with vital future-ready skills.

We are committed to ongoing research and the implementation of new
technologies to maintain our leadership in educational technology. To
support our Netbook Project, we welcome Mr L Smorfitt, our Educational
Technologist, and extend our best wishes to him in his new role. Teachers at
Maritzburg College are equipped with laptops, iPads or desktop computers,
with 80% receiving laptops and iPads. This ensures that teachers have the
necessary tools to deliver a modern and effective education, bridging the
digital gap between students and educators.

Finally, | would like to express my gratitude to our dedicated IT team,
namely Messrs Michael Dibben, Vishal Rajpaul, Thingo Tshabalala and
Lemuel Kistasamy, for their unwavering commitment and hard work in
advancing our technological initiatives.

In 2024, the Khanyisa Outreach Programme continued its mission to
uplift educational outcomes in underresourced schools, focusing on
Mathematics, Natural Science and English. A strategic shift was made to
address South Africa’s literacy crisis, adding a strong literacy component
both for educators and learners to support socio-economic development.

Key achievements include the introduction of technology, where basic
computer skills training was offered by Mr Tshabalala, addressing the
digital divide faced by learners. Additionally, a textbook drive, supported
by Maritzburg College students, provided much-needed educational
resources. A reward system, introduced by Mrs Finnie, recognised academic
excellence through CoffeeBox vouchers, enhancing both motivation and
cultural exposure.

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Social Awareness Council (SAC) and College Youth Council (CYC)

The Social Awareness Council continues to play an integral role in the
school. The advisory panel of the SAC has dealt with a number of matters
reported by either staff or boys. This transparency and trust in the processes
available in the school suggests that College is leading in promoting a
culture of diversity and positive transformation. While we understand the
highly sensitive nature of investigating such matters, we pride ourselves on
the objectivity, impartiality and altruistic manner with which we have dealt
with issues.

In summary, the SAC advisory panel (Chair: Mrs Rodelle Govender,
Deputy for Pastoral Care: Mr Anthony Sparrow, HoD Pastoral Well-being:
Mr Lethu Shongwe, Senior Deputy Headmaster: Mr Matthew Marwick
and Deputy for Behavioural Management: Mr Ralph Paterson) is tasked
with investigating matters concerning staff and boys and making a
recommendation to the Headmaster and/or the School Governing Body.
The Headmaster has the final decision to act and is, at most times, bound
by his responsibilities to the Department of Education. The investigative
report the panel presents to the Headmaster documents the school’s
adherence to procedure and fairess for all concerned. It outlines all
evidence collected, the processes applied in collecting evidence and,
based on the policies that apply (SASA, SACE Code of Ethics, and the
internal policies of the school for example the Social Media Policy), the
actions that should be taken by the school to address the matter. It also
allows us to keep a record of how matters are handled so that we ensure
fairess and lack of bias.

Matters that we deal with are brought to our attention via email, on the
anonymous reporting app or by meeting with one of the SAC panel
members. A matter is only pursued if the complainant provides a written
account of the complaint to the SAC using the channels provided.

This year, Mrs Govender facilitated the social awareness and diversity-
training workshop for the prefects, as well as for leaders in boys’ and girls’
schools in Pietermaritzburg. Learners were involved in discussions aimed
at providing them with the tools required to deal with sensitive matters.
Another key aspect of the training is to initiate a spirit of servant leadership
and tolerance in a diverse SA community.

We also hosted interesting and dynamic speakers like Miss Puno Selesho
(performance poet), Mr Fabrice Nahimane and Mr Logan Moodley (CEO
of Conlog).

The College Youth Council, under the leadership of Mr Lethu Shongwe
and Ms Nonkululeko Gumede, hosted and attended a number of school
diversity workshops. Several CYC boys attended the Pietermaritzburg
Gandhi Memorial Youth Symposium in term 3. The SAC also initiated the
collection of over 100 Rape Survivor packs for Lifeline and Rape Crisis
during Women'’s Month.

Once again, we would like to acknowledge the continued support of the
SGB in supporting a culture of social justice in our school.

The year 2024 has been another eventful one for the Maritzburg College
Music Department.

The Pirates of Penzance, performed in collaboration with The Wykeham
Collegiate, received critical acclaim and was a resounding success.
Outstanding performances were given by all cast members. Unbeknown
to the producers, this same production was performed with the same two
schools in 1974, fifty years earlier. College was honoured to have some
of the original cast members of the 1974 production at the gala evening.

The Carol Service was performed this year at Hilton Christian Fellowship
Church, together with Laddsworth Primary School and Epworth High
School. Rousing performances were given by all the choirs. The Jazz
Band was joined on stage by the string players of Maritzburg College and
Laddsworth as a stirring accompaniment to the congregational Christmas
Carols.

The Prestige Concert was
another highlight of the year, once again showcasing the best talent in the
Music Department.

In 2024 Maritzburg College continued its successful involvement in the
interschool league debating. M Moosa, debating captain, provided
invaluable coaching and support of younger debaters.

On 11 November, Maritzburg College staff, boys and old boys gathered with
special guests in the school’s Memorial Chapel for the annual Remembrance
Day ceremony. This time-honoured tradition is when the school community,
remembers the 262 Old Collegians and three staff members who have died
in battles and wars, since 1873. It is also an opportunity to pay sombre
tribute to all people who have died in conflict, and to ponder such timeless
issues as service, duty, loyalty and courage.

The theme for this year's event, ‘Honouring the SS Mendi', pays tribute to
the troopship, SS Mendi, which sailed from Cape Town bound for France,
on 16 January 1917, carrying privates of the South African Native Labour
Corps, officers and NCOs, as well as crewmembers. After being rammed
by the SS Darro, the Mendi, sank in 20 minutes in the icy waters of the
English Channel. A total of 646 people drowned. A famous legend from
the incident is that, as the Mendi began to sink beneath the waves, the
Reverend Isaac Dyobha, a pastor on the ship, inspired the doomed men
with fiery words, and led them in the now famous, barefoot ‘Death Drill of
The Mendi'. Members of Maritzburg College’s Nguni Society contributed
to the ceremony with Mr J Mhlongo reading the story of the Mend, while
the Fourth Form ensemble provided a vocal tribute and performed the
‘Death Drill'".

The service was followed by the traditional laying of wreaths and lowering
of flags, in front of the campus’s World War 1 Memorial outside Clark
House. Guests then moved to the Wall of Remembrance for the unveiling
of 14 new plaques, and to join with family and friends of those members of
the College community whose lives we honoured.

The boarding establishment

The College boarding establishment reached a total of 503 boys this
year. We enjoyed the presence of a few exchange students from Italy and
the Czech Republic, a temporary boarder or two, but the boys who call
this school 'home’ had a successful year. We continue to make strides to
improve the look and feel of the boarding houses and we are fortunate to
have a boarding team who are dedicated to nurturing the boys in our care,
allowing them to develop and grow their characters.

At the start of the year, we welcomed a few new staff members to the
boarding team which kept our staff compliment at 45. To have so many
families living on our campus, including their young children, is a privilege
and something quite special. Mr Morne Morolong began the year as the
new Housemaster of Shepstone House, becoming the fifth Housemaster of
this young house. His focus this year was to continue to build the culture
and identity of the house.

While we have had a year with many positives, it has been marred by a few
setbacks as boys needed to learn the firm hand of discipline. It is never
good to see a boarder leave us and it is a pity that we have lost boys along
the way. | think the line has been clearly drawn in the sand of the type of boy
that we will accept in our boarding community. Those who do not wish to
accept responsibility, who lie, steal, cheat, who bully others and bring them
down, are simply not welcome here.

This year our renovations continued in various boarding houses. The
Hudson House Common Room was completed, which is a beautiful big
space for the boys to relax.

He is a quality
wicketkeeper and his energy in the field has contributed to the team’s
success.

S Hughes (Large White Badge): Hughes has made the opening bowler role
his own and has great ability with the ball, being able to swing it both ways.
His consistency in line and length always put the batsmen under pressure. If
he can stay injury free, he will develop into a quality bowler. He is a reliable
fielder with a safe pair of hands and a good throwing arm.

K Dedekind (Large White Badge): Dedekind is an impressive all-rounder
who was a late inclusion into the team. He lacked consistency, yet when he
hit his areas he was a very tricky bowler and often picked up early wickets.
He is a powerful hitter and was destructive at the back end of an innings.
Dedekind is a good fielder who needs to back his ability.

S Dzanibe (Honours): A quality all-rounder, Dzanibe’s contribution to the
team was invaluable. He bowls with skill and accuracy and can adapt to
various conditions. Dzanibe is a technically correct batsman who is able to
adjust his batting to suit the situation and is particularly strong on any short
bowling. He has great hands and a strong throwing arm.

R McKean (Large White Badge): McKean combines his skills as a middle-
order batsman with his medium pace bowling to add value to the team.
He has a sound batting technique and confidently opened the batting
when asked. McKean has worked on his medium-pace bowling and added
several variations to his bowling arsenal. He has a good throwing arm and
a safe pair of hands.

R Willson: Willson is a versatile all-rounder, known for his skills as a right-
arm opening bowler, his contributions with the bat in the lower order and
his exceptional fielding abilities.

One
of his standout moments of the year was his exceptional fielding against
Kearsney that certainly changed the game in the team'’s favour.

J Konigkramer: (Large White Badge): He is a versatile cricketer known for
his ability to hit the ball to the boundary and his contributions as a right-arm
medium fast bowler. He can hold his nerve at the death to control the run
rate. Konigkramer is a quality fielder who is quick on his feet, has a good
throwing arm and safe pair of hands.

D Naidoo (Large White Badge): Naidoo shows potential to develop into
a solid all-rounder. His clever batting allows him to manipulate the field
effectively, but he needs to work on consistency. With the ball, his right-
arm medium pace can be challenging when he hits his areas, although
he occasionally struggles with his run-up. As a fielder, Naidoo has strong
fundamentals and should trust his natural ability more.

N Pembridge (Large White Badge): Pembridge has a sharp cricketing brain
and bowls with impressive control and accuracy, often keeping opposition
batsmen in check. His dedication to improving his batting has paid off,
making him a reliable lower-order player who can frustrate bowlers with his
ability to occupy the crease and bat time.

B Senzere: A dedicated player who has worked hard on his bowling action,
he yielded significant results, including an impressive array of variations. His
ability to turn the ball away from right-handers makes him a genuine threat.
A natural in the field, Senzere boasts a safe pair of hands and a strong
throwing arm. Although underrated with the bat, his potential to frustrate
bowlers will grow once he fully embraces the value of occupying the crease.

K de Bruyn: His game awareness and ability to deliver accurate, controlled
spells made him a key partnership breaker for the team. In the field, de
Bruyn excelled both close to the bat and on the boundary, displaying
reliable hands and a strong throwing arm. While opportunities with the bat
were limited, he demonstrated his capabilities under pressure with a match-
saving innings against Noordheuwel in the two-day fixture at St David's.
With continued effort, de Bruyn is poised to make significant contributions
to the team’s success in the coming seasons.

An exceptional achievement of the season was securing a double victory
over PBHS, a challenging opponent. Another highlight was the commanding
win over Michaelhouse on Reunion Day, marked by impressive goals
and a festive atmosphere. Despite some frustrating umpiring decisions,
particularly in Durban against Westville, the team learned valuable lessons
about focusing on what they could control and striving to decisively secure
wins.

The season concluded on a high note, with the team having shown marked
improvement as they played with belief and enthusiasm for their school.
Playing under the lights at Pape’s added excitement and drew enthusiastic
support from boarders and fans, enhancing the matchday experience on a
Friday night.

Key players | Mosupye and J Konigkramer brought experience and
leadership, having both joined the 1st Xl in their U16 year. Mosupye ended
the season with 65 caps and Konigkramer with 55. The team’s record
stood at 24 games played, with 12 wins, 5 draws and 7 losses, scoring 44
goals and conceding 30. Yet, the season was about more than statistics. It
was about the bonds formed, the challenges overcome, and the shared
experiences that defined their journey.

The team embraced the identity of the Red Army, earning the respect of
their peers and supporters.

I have had the privilege of coaching the Red Army for the past five years,
and this is to be my last. | have enjoyed the challenge and opportunity to
coach College’s best players, while trying to build a culture of enjoyment for
hockey and raising good men of integrity. Sport teaches us many lessons,
no more so than that preparation is key and one needs to get the small
things right. The future is bright for the Red Army, and the many talented
returning players for next year finds the 1st Xl in a strong position to play
an exciting brand of hockey.

| Mosupye (captain, midfield, KZN Inland UT8A, Honours): Small in stature,
huge in heart. He was the engine room of the team, and his work-rate
was felt on the field. His telling carries to break the line threatened the
opposition. Well-respected by all his teammates, he gave his all for the
team.

J Konigkramer (vice-captain, forward, KZN Inland U18A, Honours): With
such a high work rate, he is always going to impact the game. His drag-
flicking developed, he scored many great goals and got himself into good
positions to create scoring chances. An excellent understanding of how to
press, he put defenders under huge pressure.
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N Holmes (vice-captain, goalkeeper, KZN Inland U18A, Honours): His
experience was evident as he communicated well with his defence and
remained calm under pressure. He made many telling saves to keep his
team in the game and gave us confidence to step up the field higher and
attack.

B Dlamini (midfield, SA U18B, KZN Inland U18A, Honours): His work ethic
and drive set him apart. He led with purpose and intent and would often
be seen sprinting back to help in defence. An unselfish player, he was a
nightmare for opposition defenders to mark and manage in the attacking
third.

R McKean (defender, KZN Inland U18C, Colours & Scarf): A solid and
simple defender. He often got the team out of trouble and could be relied
upon to get out of a high press. Not fazed by pressure, he was a calming
influence on the younger players.

D Jackson (defender, KZN Inland U18A, Honours): Unfortunately, due to
injury he missed most of the season. A dynamic defender who can play
in the blocker role, he threatens every time he has the ball. He played the
free-man role with composure and stifled many attacks from the opposition.

He will be an important player next year as he controls the middle of the
field.

G Askew (midfield, KZN Inland U18C, Colours): One of the happiest and
most relaxed players | have coached. He grew in confidence as the season
went on and demonstrated his capabilities.

U Dlamini (midfield, KZN Inland U18A, Honours): He unfortunately missed
most of the season due to injury but managed to return to fitness to
represent his province. A motivated player whose strengths are his speed
and versatility. We expect there will be much more to come from him next
year.

K Jenkins (midfield, KZN Inland U18A, SA U17, Honours): Exceptionally
skilled at carrying the ball and eliminating defenders, he had to learn when
to use this skill and when to pass and, as his decision-making matured, he
became a threat in many areas of the field. He is able to change a game in
an instant. He adapted well to his role as a blocker and grew as a defender.

T Fulton (midfield/forward, KZN Inland U18B, Colours & Scarf): He has
learnt to keep it simple and has the ability to connect with the other players.
He can create something out of nothing and was difficult for the opposition
to manage.

S Sithembu (midfield, SA U17, KZN Inland U16A, Large White Badge): A
versatile player who put the team first. He learnt good lessons this year as
he adjusted to the demands of the playing level. Towards the end of the
season, he was able to make his mark and change the game in a moment.
An exciting player to watch for in the future as he plays with composure
and hunger.

R Schirge (defender, KZN Inland U16A): An exciting defender, good going
forward and hard in defence. He made effective connections going forward
which often led to opportunities in the circle. He is hugely competitive,
working hard on the field to make a difference. He learnt valuable lessons
this year.

E Fabre (defender, KZN Inland U16A): His distribution skills are his biggest
strength; he often slapped the ball hard and long through the lines to find
his forwards. As he learns to remain composed and not force his passes,
he will threaten the opposition even more. He threw good high-balls up
the field and his disguise slap allowed him to penetrate the lines of the
opposition press.

M Smith (forward, KZN Inland UT6A): An exciting player with the ball on
his stick. His speed and deception often left the most experienced forwards
chasing him. As he learnt to lead off the ball and do the unrewarded work,
he became more effective and next year he will find himself scoring more
as he backs himself in the circle.

A Mthalane (defender, KZN Inland U18B, Colours & Scarf): He was often
the start of an attack and learnt to deal with being pressed by finding a
pass. He was solid in defence and made many important tackles while
chasing down the opposition forwards.

M Gibson (forward, Large White Badge): He battled with injury throughout
the season, but this did not dampen his attitude or effort. He has a hunger
for goals and has a high work rate which allows him to cover lots of ground
on the field.

E Maynard (forward, Large White Badge): A top-class athlete who is
probably the most conditioned in the squad. He has a big engine and
makes some telling contributions. His work ethic is his greatest strength,
and it was encouraging to watch the defensive side of his game develop.

B Hosking (forward, Large White Badge): He has a real talent in front of
goal and hits the ball harder than most. His two goals against Glenwood
will be a highlight for him and he contributed when the team needed him,
always giving of his best.

Match Reports

vs Kearsney (away) lost 0-2

The first game of the season came quicker than expected. The squad was
still being selected, and the weekend consisted of a series of practice
matches, however the match versus Kearsney was an official fixture.

vs Glenwood (away) won 5-0

The College 1st Xl travelled to Durban for a Friday evening fixture, always
a highlight on the calendar due to the vibrant atmosphere it generates.
Despite challenging weather conditions with gusty winds and slanting rain,
and the absence of four regular players through injury, College delivered
a commanding performance, bolstered by the inclusion of four debutants.

The match commenced at a brisk tempo, with both sides pressing high and
circulating the ball effectively on the slick surface. College fashioned several
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opportunities in the opening quarter but were denied by Glenwood's
goalkeeper. The breakthrough came in the second quarter when Sithembu
intercepted in midfield and delivered a precise angled pass into the circle.
Debutant Hosking, with his very first touch for the 1st XI, controlled the ball,
shifted to his backhand, and struck powerfully to open the scoring.

College travelled to Westville for a Friday afternoon fixture and began the
match with commendable intensity. Their high press and early turnovers
placed the hosts under immediate pressure, resulting in a series of penalty
corners. While the initial efforts were thwarted, captain Mosupye capitalised
on a misplay at the top of the circle to open the scoring with a firm push
past the goalkeeper.

Westville responded with a rare opportunity, punishing a College error with
a well-taken backhand finish to level the scores. College regained the lead
through Konigkramer, whose drag-flick found the side netting following
another effective turover. They entered the half-time break 2-1 ahead and
in control.

The second half saw Westville adopt a deeper press, disrupting College’s
rhythm. A controversial moment arose late in the third quarter when a
deflected ball, with no Westville player nearby, was inexplicably awarded
as a goal, shifting momentum.

Founded in 1968 by Mr RM ‘Ferret’ Moll and (now Dr) RD Forde, the
Maritzburg College rugby referees’ society is proud to boast two
international rugby referees amongst its graduates, including Craig Joubert,
the ref at the 2011 Rugby World Cup Final in New Zealand. Although an
innately modest man, Craig could at the time, had he been so inclined,
proudly lay claim to being the no. 1 rugby referee in the world.

In 2024, the society had a busy season, hosting training workshops for its
new recruits in February and, in a season with an unusual number of home
matches, regularly providing opportunities for its schoolboy members to
have a blow. It is notable that, by the end of 2023, only the then Fourth
Former E Bester (himself an U16A player) had ever officially blown a
match.

Overview from the Director

Maritzburg College soccer had an outstanding year, with our U14A and 1st
teams in particular performing very well. In the second term our 1st, 2nd
and U16A teams all participated in KZNHSFA leagues, with our st team
unfortunately losing in the final of the U19A League.

The U14A team was formidable this year, having played a total of 17
fixtures, winning 16 and with a solitary loss. They scored 86 goals and
conceded just 11 throughout the year.

Our 1st team had a tough task living up to the achievements of the class
of 2023, but still managed an impressive year, making the semi-finals of
the Kloof, Wildeklawer and KZN Big 10 Tournaments, and the quarter-
finals of the FA Cup.
